Then focus on the scholarships with earlier deadlines and the ones
that may require more time. Allow plenty of time when requesting letters of recommendation.

SUBMIT YOUR APPLICATION
Remember to check spelling and grammar. Proofread your materials and have a teacher,
parent or friend read over your application and essay if submitting online or by mail. They can
provide feedback and catch mistakes.
