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BHS POLICIES & DEFINITION OF TERMS 
 

Advanced Placement - The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is voluntary and gives students the 

opportunity to pursue college-level studies while still in high school. AP examinations are administered in 

May for a fee of $94.00 per exam taken. The benefits that go with Advanced Placement and credit are 

numerous. Advanced Placement may allow students to avoid duplicating work completed in high school. 

Students will also receive an in-depth knowledge of the subject. Any student who wishes to take an Honors or 

AP class should recognize that achieving success in that class demands a significant commitment to time and 

effort; students should take these classes only if they are willing to make this commitment and to sustain it for 

the entire year. Enrolling in Advanced Placement courses requires a contract signed by both the student and 

legal guardian, and students with a GPA below 3.3 will be required to schedule a parent/counselor conference 

to enroll in AP. 

 

Career and Technical Education (CTE) - CTE courses are sequenced to create pathways for students in 

a course of study which can lead to employment and/or post-secondary education opportunities. These 

courses are aligned with the California CTE Model Curriculum Standards and meet the guidelines for 

the state’s Vocational Education Basic Grant Award from the U.S. Department of Education under the 

Carl D. Perkins Grant.  See CTE under Course Offerings for additional information and field pathways. 

 

Concurrent Enrollment – Students may request advanced scholastic or CTE at a community college. In 

order to be concurrently enrolled in high school and community college, a permission form must be 

signed by the student, parent, counselor and administrative designee prior to registering for classes. 

Enrollment is granted at the discretion of the community college. Each college course is equivalent to 

approximately 10 high school credits. Expenses required for taking community college class is the 

responsibility of the student. 

 

Dual Enrollment – These are Mount San Jacinto College courses taught at BHS. Students are admitted to 

the courses based on the qualifying assessment required by MSJC. These courses meet high school 

requirements for graduation while earning college credit. (See Dual Enrollment in the Course Offerings 

section for additional information.) Course descriptions are listed under their respective departments. Dual 

Enrollment classes are marked with “(DE)” in this course guide. 

These courses are Mount San Jacinto College (MSJC) courses taught at Beaumont High School (BHS), by 

BHS teachers. Students are admitted to the courses based on the qualifying assessment required by MSJC. 

Dual enrollment creates access for high school students to participate in post-secondary education 

opportunities (academic & career) while reducing college costs for students and families. For entry into a 

dual-enrollment course, scores on the ACCUPLACER entrance assessment must meet the MSJC entrance 

eligibility requirements. Students are selected for Dual Enrollment classes based on their weighted high school 

GPA. 

 

Each class may provide transferable units completed for CSUs, UCs, and Private Universities as 

determined by each school. Each college course earned is equivalent to 10 high school credits. Expenses 

required for taking community college class are the responsibility of the student. Dual Enrollment courses in 

this catalog are denoted with (DE). 

 

Grade Point Averages (GPA) - Weighted grade point average covers all courses including AP and Dual 

Enrollment courses. This grade point average is used for determining the student’s rank in class. Summa Cum 

Laude (top 2%), Magna Cum Laude (top 4%), Cum Laude (top 10%) and “Graduates in Gold” (3.0 or better). 

GPAs are determined by the “overall” grade point average from the 9th grade through the 1st semester of 

their senior year. Junior Escorts (the top 20 juniors) are determined by total over-all GPA at the end of the 

first semester of their junior year. 
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Honors – Students are encouraged to take demanding, advanced, academic courses in all fields. Enrollment 

in these courses requires a commitment to maintain a high ethical standard of academic involvement, 

growth, and development. Any student who wishes to take an Honors or AP class should recognize that 

achieving success in that class demands a significant commitment to time and effort; students should take 

these classes only if they are willing to make this commitment and to sustain it for the entire year. 

 

Link Crew – Link Crew is a program on our campus to encourage positive school climate and pairs upper 

classmen with a group of freshmen. Their task is to create connections between freshmen and their new 

campus and environment. As the year progresses, Link Leaders check in regularly with their freshman to see 

how their grades are progressing and to provide academic, social, and emotional support. 

 

Open Periods – Open periods are periods during the school day that a student may not be assigned to an 

academic course. Per California Assembly Bill 1012, students who request an open period must have 

expressed written consent from school personnel and personal guardian, and the student must benefit from 

being assigned the course period. Beaumont High School only offers open courses during 1st, 5th, and 6th 

periods. Students who have requested and been granted an open period will be required to leave or be off 

campus during that time. 

 

Building Assets, Reducing Risks (BARR) –BARR is a strengths-based model that provides schools with a 

comprehensive approach to meeting the academic, social, and emotional needs of all students. Schools within 

the BARR Network harness the power of data and relationships to empower all students to thrive within and 

outside the classroom.  

 

A majority (over 80%) of incoming freshmen will be placed in BARR “houses” meaning that the students 

will share common mathematics, science, and English Language Arts teachers. The program is supported by 

an on-site BARR Coordinator, one Assistant Principal, and two counselors among others. The BARR teams 

meet routinely to evaluate and discuss student progress. For more information, see the BARR website:

Math & Science Pairings – Incoming freshmen are placed in mathematics according to the most recent (8th 

grade) math class taken. Students placed in Integrated Mathematics 1 will also be placed in Geo/Physical 

Science. Students placed in Integrated Mathematics 2 will be placed in Honors Biology. 

 

CSU/UC A-G College Entrance Requirements – The A-G / College Entrance Requirements are a sequence 

of high school courses that students must complete (with a grade of C or better) to be minimally eligible for 

admission to the University of California (UC) and California State University (CSU). Beaumont High School 

requires all incoming freshmen to be enrolled in one elective that satisfies either the “F” visual & performing 

art or “E” language other than English requirement.

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COURSE OFFERINGS 

Beaumont High School offers the following courses to students for pre-registration. Please note that if sign 

ups and interests are low, a class may not become part of the fall course offerings.  

 

AVID PROGRAM 

(ADVANCEMENT VIA INDIVIDUAL DETERMINATION) 

 

AVID 

Prerequisite: Acceptance 

into the AVID Program 

Grades: 9-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is a college preparatory program designed to help p repare 

students for success in a rigorous secondary curriculum for four-year college 

eligibility. This regularly scheduled elective program is based on writing, 

inquiry, collaboration, organization, and reading (WICOR). The three main 

components of the program are academic instruction, tutorial support, and 

motivational and informative activities. AVID students begin as a student in 

the “middle”, capable of completing a college preparatory curricular path, 

and should have good work habits, satisfactory school citizenship, and a desire 

to attend a four-year college. Students must apply and be accepted by AVID 

committee before being scheduled in these classes. All AVID courses satisfy 

UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

AVID Athletics 

Prerequisite(s): 

Acceptance into the 

AVID Program 

Grade(s): 10 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This in-school academic support program prepares students for four-year 

college eligibility and success while competing in athletics. Students will 

receive instruction in writing, inquiry, collaboration, organization, and 

reading (WICOR) strategies that are necessary for academic success. AVID 

students will also be enrolled in rigorous courses of study outside of the 

AVID elective class. Students are given the opportunity to participate in 

tutorial sessions twice a week in order to be successful in their rigorous 

courses of study.  AVID athletes will also be exposed to the unique 

requirements that are specific to student-athletes in order to be eligible to 

compete in intercollegiate sports. 
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CAREER AND TECHNICAL EDUCATION (CTE) 

 

Career Technical Education (CTE) is a combination of rigorous, career-oriented courses taught by both 

Beaumont High School highly qualified teachers and highly qualified teachers through Riverside 

County Office of Education. 

 

Career Technical Education engages all students in a dynamic and seamless learning experience resulting 

in mastery of the career and academic knowledge and skills necessary to become productive, contributing 

members of society. See course prerequisites to determine eligibility.

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CTE – ENGINEERING OCCUPATIONS 

 
ENGINEERING I 

Prerequisite(s): None 

Grade(s): 9-11 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

STEAM (science, technology, engineering, arts, and mathematics) is a 

course that is a self-paced with the expectation that students will master 

and integrate skills such as electrical control, pneumatics, machine tools, 

robotics, and graphic design, to complete end of semester projects as a 

team. This course is project-based and hands-on where students will learn 

by applying the skills and concepts through a virtual or actual laboratory 

setting. Students do not need any background knowledge in any of the 

systems before taking this course. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” 

college preparatory requirement. 

ENGINEERING II 

Prerequisite(s): 

Engineering I 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is the second year of the above- mentioned course and has a 

focus on Manufacturing and Technology Design. This course is articulated 

with Riverside Community College (RCC) and satisfies UC/CSU “D” lab 

science requirement. 

 

ENGINEERING III 

Prerequisite(s): 

Engineering II 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

Students should be prepared to work independently and in strategic teams to 

accomplish a variety of capstone projects, some of which may be semester or 

year-long in nature. 

 

ROBOTICS 

Grade(s): 9-11 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

The purpose of a robotics course is to explore the current and future use 

of automation technology in industry and everyday use. In this class 

students will use robotics to investigate the fundamentals of engineering 

and electronics. The course will consist of lectures including principles of 

engineering, physics, electronics, mechanics, and computer programming. 

Laboratory experiments will require students to build simple robots to 

demonstrate these principles and compete in a sport-like game with their 

peers. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory 

requirement. 
 

CTE – PUBLIC SERVICES 

 
LAW ENFORCEMENT I 

Grade(s): 9-11 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to train a student for entry-level positions in private 

security or public law enforcement agencies. Instruction includes history 

and philosophy of law enforcement, ethical practices, theories of crime and 

punishment, professionalism, report writing, interpretation of radio and 

penal codes, search and seizure techniques, gang awareness, patrol tactics 

and techniques, and moral aspects. 

CORRECTION AND 

REHABILITATION 

SERVICES 

Prerequisite(s): Law 

Enforcement I 

Grade(s): 11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to prepare students for entry-level employment in 

protective services through classroom instruction and hands-on training that focuses 

on ensuring the general safety and well-being of the community. Course content 

includes an overview and history of the corrections system, punishment of 
offenders, detention and short-term incarceration, probation, intermediate 

sanctions and community corrections, institutional management and programs, 

supervision within the community, juvenile corrections, surveillance, justice, and 

force. Embedded in this course will be preparation for the guard card, entry-level 

employment to police private property and to maintain order at public events . 
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CTE – HOSPITALITY, TOURISM, AND RECREATION 

 
INTRODUCTION TO 

CULINARY ARTS 

Grades:  10-11  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to teach students the requirements of safety and 

sanitation, knife handling and the many uses for the tools and equipment in 

the kitchen. In addition, students will be introduced to dining room service. 

As a result of successful completion of this course, students will gain entry-

level skills in the kitchen for preparation of Culinary Arts or Hospitality 

Courses. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory 

requirement. 

INTERNATIONAL 

FOODS 

Prerequisite: 

Intro to Culinary 

Arts Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed for students to experience the world of culinary 

arts, and the fundamental skills needed to enter into the work world. The 

course covers; cooking techniques, menu writing, stocks, sauces, soups, 

meat, and fish. This course is recommended for students who are interested 

in foods and how art can be created through food design. Students will also 

interact in a catering setting, learning how to deal with customers. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

HOSPITALITY 

Prerequisite: In s t r uc tor  

a pp ro va l  &  co nc ur re n t  

e nr o l l me n t  i n  c u l ina ry  

a r t s  

Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This is as a preparation class for employment for students who work in the fields 

of Restaurant Service or Hospitality Services. Students will receive instruction in 

resorts, gaming facilities, restaurants, hotels, amusement parks and culinary arts. 

Students will meet with the instructor on a regular basis and then report to an 

employment site, where the instructor will visit and communicate with the 

employer. This course is designed to be a career preparation course for students to 

gain employment or remain in the related employment and earn high school 

credits. Also, students will be provided with training on resume writing, job search  

and  interviewing  techniques  through  the  career preparation instruction. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

 

CTE – ARTS, MEDIA, AND ENTERTAINMENT 

 

INTRO TO CODING & 

GAMING 

Grades:  9-11  

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This is an introductory programming and game development course for 

students with little or no experience. Using engineering, physics and 

mathematics concepts critical to game development, they will work 

individually and in collaborative teams to design digital games. Students 

will learn technical skills, like programming, graphic design and animation, 

testing/debugging and other skills that are needed for game development. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

CODING & GAMING 2 

Prerequisites: Intro to Coding 

and Gaming  

Grades:  10-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

Coding and Gaming 2 is a full-year C/C++ course, geared students who wish 

to advance their knowledge in Object Oriented Programming 

Principles/Introduction to Coding and Gaming. This course is structured around 

programming simple console applications and games. Students will learn about 

embedded systems and will use Arduino and Gameduino to create simple 

electronics, hardware, schematics, and game projects. Students are guided 

through a self-paced curriculum that integrates video, text, and practice 

exercises that promote computation thinking and problem solving skills. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

DIGITAL MEDIA 

PRODUCTIONS 

Prerequisite:  

This is a full year course that teaches students the fundamentals of the art of video 

and film production by equipping them with the skills they need to communicate 

effectively in the medium of video and film, and arming them with a historical and 

contemporary perspective--and fluency of vocabulary--of the fine-art cinematic

landscape. Students will learn the various aspects of script writing, pre-production, 

production, and post-production in order to express their creativity clearly and 

concisely to an audience. In addition to examining the history of film and video 

production, students in this class explore its far-ranging influences on society 

through an examination of the qualities, both technical and aesthetical, of films, 

shorts, and pop culture videos. This course also looks at the history of the technology 

that is used today in the industry and well as recent advances. This is a hands-on 

course that will require a significant amount of time outside of class, as 

students produce several short films and submit written works of a creative and 

analytical nature, and through additional hands-on activities, will acquire the 

appreciation and understanding of this art.  Many of these final film projects will be 

submitted to regional, state, and national film festivals. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “F” college preparatory requirement. 

DIGITAL MEDIA  

PRODUCTIONS 2 

Prerequisite: Digital Media 

Productions 1 

Grades: 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This is a full year course that builds on the skills from Digital Media Productions 1. 

Students will study film history and elements in depth and analyze the impact 

modern and historical digital media has on society. Students will be required to 

dedicate time outside of class for hands-on projects. 

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE 

PRINCIPLES 

Prerequisite: Passing Grade in 

Integrated Math 1 

Grades: 9-12 

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

AP Computer Science Principles introduces students to the central ideas of computer 

science, instilling the ideas and practices of computational thinking, and inviting 

students to understand how computing changes the world. To appeal to a broader 

audience, this course emphasizes the vital impact advances in computing have on 

people and society. This course gives students the opportunity to investigate 

computing innovations that span a variety of interests and to examine the ethical 

implications of these new technologies. 

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE A 

Prerequisites: Coding & Gaming  

Grades:  11-12  

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

Computer Science A emphasizes object-oriented programming methodology 

with an emphasis on problem solving and algorithm development and is 

meant to be the equivalent of a first-semester course in computer science. It 

also includes the study of data structures and abstraction. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

 

CTE – HEALTH SCIENCE & MEDICAL TECHNOLOGY 

 

INTRODUCTION TO 

HEALTH CAREERS 

Grades: 9-11 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to provide students with an overall introduction to 

medical professions including legal and ethical responsibilities of a 

medical professional, measurements and mathematics applied in healthcare 

careers, body systems along with anatomy and physiology, and will assist 

students in developing a career plan. Emphasis is placed on the skills 

necessary to enter the health care field and exploration of the many 

different employment areas within healthcare. 

ADVANCED CONCEPTS 

OF THE MEDICAL 

PROFESSION 

Prerequisite: Intro to Health 

Careers 

This course is a capstone course for the Health Careers Pathway. There are 

many topics and skills that are not addressed in your average health career 

preparation. This course covers many of those concepts including legal and 

ethical issues, therapeutic communication skills, cultural diversity, disease and 

body systems and the effect of life stages on treatment. Students finishing this 

course will be able to communicate with patients, families, and health care 
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Grades: 10-12 

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

workers of all ages and cultures as well as being able to navigate appropriate 

legal documents for patients and deal with ethical dilemmas that may arise. As 

a culminating project, students will create a work portfolio that demonstrates 

their learning throughout the course. Elements to be included will be essays, 

legal documents and copies of multimedia presentations. An additional 

culminating activity which may be included would be student participation in 

a community health fair educating the public about a chronic illness and the 

culture(s) the illness most frequently affects. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“G” college preparatory requirement. 

EMERGENCY MEDICAL 

RESPONDER 

EXTENDED 

Grades: 9-11 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course will teach students to provide immediate care to an ill or injured 

person and train them to assist emergency medical service (EMS) 

providers. Skills include the history of health care, EMS, CPR, patient 

assessment, legal and ethical issues, triage and emergency responsibilities. 

Embedded within the course is a study of basic medical terminology. 

Prefixes, suffixes, word roots, combining forms, special endings, plural 

forms, abbreviations and symbols are included in the content. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory requirement. 

SPORTS MEDICINE I 

Recommended 
Prerequisite: EMR 

Co-requisite: Must be enrolled 

in Sports Medicine Practicum  

Grades:  10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10-30 

1-3 hours per day 

This course is designed for students to develop their skills as a physical 

therapy aide, athletic trainer assistant, fitness instructor, medical, and sports 

equipment salesperson. The students are trained at locations to practice and 
develop the skills they have learned in the classroom. Subject matter will 

also include such items as personal attitude, appropriate work habits, and 

professional appearance. The training program may be directed to meet the 

student’s individual needs and interests. Students will attend class for 1 hour 

per day and will be required to complete 1- 2 hours of additional practical time in 

related experience. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college preparatory 

requirement. 

SPORTS MEDICINE II 

Recommended Prerequisite: 

Anatomy & Physiology 

Prerequisite: Emergency 

Medical Responder Extended 

and Sports Medicine I 

Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

 

The aim of the Sports Medicine & Therapeutic Services Level II program is to 

further develop the basic knowledge and skills of a Sports Medicine & 
Therapeutic Services Level I that in turn will improve their ability to 

contribute to safer sporting events and organizations. It is anticipated that the 

experience gained  since  completion  of  the  Level  I  course  will  provide 
course  participants  with  sufficient  insight  to  assimilate  this higher level of 

knowledge into their role as an Athletic Trainer. As a consequence of 

completing the required course units, it is expected the Sports Medicine & 
Therapeutic Services Level II will be able to apply appropriate first aid and 

emergency care of athletes at a more advanced standard than a Sports 

Medicine & Therapeutic Services Level I. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” 

college preparatory requirement. 

SPORTS MEDICINE 

PRACTICUM 

Recommended: Anatomy & 

Physiology 

Prerequisite: EMR Extended 

or concurrently enrolled in 

Sports Medicine Level 1 or 2 

Grades: 11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10-20 

This course is an on-site educational program for students to develop their skills 

as a physical therapy aide, athletic trainer assistant, fitness instructor, 

medical, and sports equipment salesperson. The students will train at 

community locations to practice and develop the skills they have learned in the 

classroom. Subject matter will also include such items such as personal 

attitude, appropriate work habits, and professional appearance. The training 

program may be directed to meet the student's individual needs and interests, 
depending upon the community training site. Training sites will include high 

schools, junior colleges, and college athletic training programs, private 

health clubs, hospitals, and private physical therapy clinics. 
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ENGLISH 

 
ELD 9-12 

Prerequisite: ELP A C  scores 

1 & 2  

Grades:  9-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is designed for students whose first language is other than 

English. The course offers curriculum that is alternative to the core 

curriculum and is specifically designed for language acquisition. The course 

will focus on vocabulary development, reading, writing and conventions of 

English. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement for one 

year only. 

 

SDAIE ENGLISH 

9,10,11,12 

Prerequisite: EL  

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is equivalent to the grade level English courses and includes 

Specifically Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE) strategies 

for English learners embedded within the coursework. It provides a 

standards-based survey of various genres of literature: short stories, 

poetry, drama, and novels. Grammar, vocabulary, and composition are 

studied as an outgrowth of the literature assignments. The research paper, 

public speaking and study skills are introduced. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

ENGLISH 9 

Grade:  9 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course provides a standards-based survey of various genres of 

literature: short stories, poetry, drama, and novels. Grammar, vocabulary, 

and composition are studied as an outgrowth of the literature assignments. 

The research paper, public speaking and study skills are introduced. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement.

Students will also develop critical thinking skills and be 

expected to articulate ideas in discussion and writing, For enrichment, 

students in English 9 honors will read a minimum of 1 additional novel or 

literary work. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

ENGLISH 10 

Prerequisite:  English 9  

Grade:  10 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course continues the study of a variety of literary genres. Literature 

serves as a catalyst for the study of writing, grammar, and vocabulary 

skills. Units on study skills, public speaking, and the research paper are 

also included. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

HONORS ENGLISH 10 

Prerequisite: 

Strong commitment to 

academics/English 9 Honors 

Grade:  10  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This is an accelerated course that requires students to critically think about 

fictional and non-fictional literature. Students will construct multi- 

paragraph essays that respond to expository texts, analyze literature, 

persuade and narrate events. Students who plan to take Advanced 

Placement English courses in grades 11 or 12 should strongly consider 

taking English 10 honors. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English 

requirement. 

 

ENGLISH 11 

Prerequisite:  English 10 

Grade:  11 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course provides a survey of great works of American literature. 

Students will build skills in the areas of reading, writing, speaking, 

listening and thinking. Vocabulary, grammar, public speaking and research 

skills will be reinforced. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English 

requirement. 
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AP ENGLISH LANGUAGE 

AND COMPOSITION 

Prerequisite: 

Strong commitment to 

academics, summer work 

Grade:  11  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

The  focus  of  this  course  is  on  rhetoric,  writing  styles,  and analytical 

composition in preparation for taking the Advanced Placement English 

and Composition exam. Novels will be taught as they are at the university 

level. Classes will consist of lectures, discussion and/or media presentations 

when appropriate. Students are eligible to receive college credit pending 

outcome on the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

 

ENGLISH 12 

Prerequisite:  English 11  

Grade:  12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This is a standards-based survey course of major British authors. The 

course is designed to enhance development of all methods of communication 

and writing. Additionally, students will have opportunities to pursue 

creative writing projects, public speaking and do oral presentations. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

AP ENGLISH 

LITERATURE AND 

COMPOSITION 

Prerequisite: 

Strong commitment to 

academics, summer work 

Grade:  12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

The focus of this course is on notable works of poetry, fiction, and drama 

with literature taught at the college level. Students are eligible to receive 

college credit pending outcome on the AP exam. Summer work may be 

assigned. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

 

COLLEGE ENGLISH 101 

(DE) 

Prerequisite: ACCUPLACER 

score  

Grades:  11-12 

One Semester 

Credits: 10 

This course is offered through MSJC as Freshman Composition, which 

provides instruction in writing academic analytic essays. Students will 

learn to read and respond to sources analytically, conduct academic-level 

research and incorporate those sources into a research paper. Meets or 

exceeds UC/CSU “B” Engilsh requirement when college transcripts are 

also provided. 

COLLEGE ENGLISH 103 

(DE) 
Prerequisite: 

English 101  

Grades:  11-12 

One Semester 

Credits: 10 

This course is offered through MSJC and provides continuing practice in 

the analytic writing started in English 101. The course develops critical 

thinking, reading and writing skills as they apply to the analysis of written 

texts (literature and/or non-fiction) from a diverse cultural sources and 

perspectives. Meets or exceeds UC/CSU “B” English requirement 

when college transcripts are also provided. 

EXPOSITORY READING 

AND WRITING (ERWC) 

Prerequisite:  Conditional 

Score on CAASPP/SBAC 

assessment 

Grade:  12  

Two semesters Credits: 10 

This course prepares college-bound seniors for the literacy demands of 

higher education. Through a sequence of fourteen rigorous instructional 

modules, students in this yearlong, rhetoric- based course develop 

advanced proficiencies in expository, analytical, and argumentative 

reading and writing. The course focuses on procesess for helping students 

read, comprehend, and respond to non-fiction and literary texts. Modules 

also provide instruction in research methods and documentation 

conventions. Students will be applying rhetorical strategies in their own 

writing do demonstrate comprehension. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“B” English requirement. 
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ENGLISH ELECTIVE 
 

INTRODUCTION TO 

CREATIVE WRITING 

Prerequisite: Strong 

commitment to academics 

Grades: 9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This elective course encourages individual exploration into creative 

writing in several core genres, particularly short and long form fiction, 

creative nonfiction, and screenwriting. The course includes writing in 

journals, composing creative works, reading works of classic and 

contemporary literature, and actively participating in peer workshops. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

SPEECH AND DEBATE 

Grades:  9 – 12  

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

 

This beginning course in speech and debate introduces students to the core 

concepts of contemporary communication theory. Students will prepare, deliver, 
and evaluate a variety of spontaneous, persuasive, and interpretive speeches. 

Additionally, students will learn techniques in argumentation and debate and 

apply those in several different debate formats. This class is a great 

introduction for those just wishing to improve their speaking skills or for 

those considering Contest Speech, but it is not a required prerequisite for that 

class. This course satisfies UC/CSU “B” English requirement. 

PUBLICATION I, II, III 

Prerequisite: 

Teacher’s recommendation 

and “B” average or better in 

English. 

Grades:  9-12 

Credits: 10 units per semester 

This elective course is designed for the production and distribution of the 

B.H.S. yearbook, The Live Oak. Course work begins in the summer and 

students need to have ample free time during the school year. Coverage of 

all school events and attendance at evening events/activities prior to 

deadlines are mandatory. Production skills necessary are: creativity, 

originality, intelligent writing and graphic arts. Computer skills are helpful 

but not required. Students are expected to complete all aspects of book 

production as well as work with community members and businesses. This 

is a full year commitment. Publications I and II satisfy UC/CSU “F” visual 

& performing arts requirement.

FINE ARTS, DRAMA, AND MUSIC 

 
DIGITAL ART 1 

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is an exciting, emerging, and relevant art form focused on 

current uses of technology. After completing a course in the introduction 

of digital art, students can expect to be able to manipulate digital 

photographs, understand photographic composition, understand principles of 

design and elements of art; create original works of art, critique and 

discuss the composition and aesthetic elements fine arts photography and 

other digital art forms using content vocabulary, comply with industry 

ethics and standards, demonstrate quality craftsmanship in the artwork 

they produce, and produce original artwork based on the elements of art and 

principles of design as required by the California Visual Arts Standards. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 
DIGITAL ART 2 

Prerequisite: Digital Art 1 

Grades 10-12 

Two Semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course continues the exploration of art and technology with a focus on 

digital photography. It is an advanced course intended for students who have 

either taken Digital Art I, or students who have a very strong interest and 

understanding of digital art and photography. This course offers an in-depth look 
at digital photography and digital art. After completing this course students can 
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be expected to be able to create original artwork and fine arts photography, use 

industry standard digital image manipulation software, comply with industry 

ethics and standards, demonstrate high quality craftsmanship in creating artwork 

and fine arts photography, develop a portfolio of high quality work, develop a 
personal artistic style, and understand career options in digital arts, including 

digital photography. This course is based on the California Visual Arts 

Standards. This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 

DIGITAL ART 3 

Prerequisite: Digital Art 2 

Grades 10-12 

Two Semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course continues the exploration of art and technology with a focus on 

digital photography. It is an advanced course intended for students who have 
either taken Digital Art I, or students who have a very strong interest and 

understanding of digital art and photography. This course offers an in-depth look 

at digital photography and digital art. After completing this course students can 

be expected to be able to create original artwork and fine arts photography, use 

industry standard digital image manipulation software, comply with industry 

ethics and standards, demonstrate high quality craftsmanship in creating artwork 

and fine arts photography, develop a portfolio of high quality work, develop a 

personal artistic style, and understand career options in digital arts, including 

digital photography. This course is based on the California Visual Arts 

Standards. This course is pending approval for the UC/CSU “F” visual & 

performing arts requirement. 

GENERAL ART I 

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This is an introductory art course, which includes design, drawing, painting, 

folk art, and design construction using a variety of media. An appreciation for 

the diversity and cultural contribution of various art forms is also emphasized. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 

ART II - IV 

Prerequisite: Art I  

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course pursues a more in depth approach to the various art activities 

and art forms. This course is also for the advanced art student who 

wishes to individualize his learning and concentrate on independent study 

art projects. This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 

AP STUDIO ART 2D 

DESIGN 

Prerequisite: Art I-II 

completed, summer work 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

Course is designed to encourage creative and systematic investigation of 

formal and conceptual issues. Emphasize making art as an ongoing process 

that involves the student in informed and critical decision making. Help 

students develop technical skills and familiarize them with the functions of 

the visual elements. It also encourages students to become independent 

thinkers who will contribute inventively and critically to their culture 

through the making of art. Students are eligible to receive college credit 

pending outcome on the AP Studio Art portfolio submission. Summer work 

may be assigned. This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & 

performing arts requirement. 

AP ART HISTORY 

Prerequisite: Dedication to 

academics, summer work 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

AP Art History is a college level course that studies the history of art from 

8000 B.C.E. to the present and intended to prepare students for the AP Art 

History Exam. The course involves intensive study in how art has impacted 

society and world history. The central, and key questions addressed in this 

course include: What is art and how is it made? Why and how does art 

change? How do we describe our thinking about art? Through these essential 

questions, students will effectively and precisely articulate an artwork's 

meaning, function, the maker's methodology, and the way it reflects and 

affects the its historical and cultural context. Summer work may be assigned. 
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This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 

THEATER I - IV 

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course introduces beginning students to the art of developing a 

character, within the various theatrical genres, through graduated floor 

exercises and beginning acting assignments. These include mime, group 

scenes, and monologues. Students are also introduced to various skills of 

technical theatre such as scene design and construction, sound and optic 

effects, beginning costume and make-up. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“F” visual & performing arts requirement. 
ADVANCED THEATER 

Prerequisite: contract/teacher 

recommendation  

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course focuses on the “behind the scenes” components of a 

production. These include stage lighting and sound, stage design and 

scenery construction, backdrops, usage of microphones and 

counterweights, set safety, back-of-the-house management. This course 

provides hand-on experience during productions put on in the theater. 

Students will be required to work some after school and weekend plays. 

See contract for outlined time requirements. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts requirement. 
CHOIR I-II 

Grades:  9-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is the Beaumont High School Cougar Choir and is open to all 

students. This course is open to all students. Performances and extra 

rehearsals are required and are considered part of  the  student’s  grade.  

Students will learn proper vocal production, sight reading, music theory, and will 

perform several times a year. Academic eligibility is required for performance. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 

CHAMBER SINGERS I - 

IV 

Prerequisite: Choir/Audition  

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

 

This course is an audition only, advanced choral class. Students will learn 

advanced vocal and choral techniques, sight singing, and music theory. 

Students will engage in singing from a variety of genres and participate in 

multiple performances and festivals. Performances and extra rehearsals are 

required and are considered part of the student’s grade. Academic 

eligibility is required for performances. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“F” visual & performing arts requirement. 

BAND I-IV 

(MARCHING BAND / 

SYMPHONIC WINDS) 

Prerequisite: 

None with instructor 

discretion 

Grades: 9 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is the Beaumont High School band and is open to all students 

interested in music with prior musical experience. During football season, the 

band rehearses and performs for all home football games, as well as pep 

rallies, local parades and parade competitions. During the spring semester, 

the band rehearses for festival and community performances. All 

performances and engagements are required of all band students without 

exception. Academic eligibility is required. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“F” visual & performing arts requirement. 

JAZZ BAND I - IV 

Prerequisite: Current 

enrollment in band  

Grades:  9-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course will teach students how to play in a swing or contemporary 

style band. They will learn jazz theory, such as chords, scales and 

improvisation. There will be a number of performances and engagements, 

Individual practice outside of class may be expected. Academic eligibility is 

required. Concurrent enrollment in Band is required. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts requirement. 

JAZZ ENSEMBLE 

Prerequisite: Director 

This course is for students who play a Jazz Ensemble instrument 

(saxophone, trombone, trumpet, piano, bass, drums, guitar), and will be

Credits: 10 

 

open by audition only. This is the top performing jazz group, and there 

will be numerous performances including evenings and weekends. 

Concurrent enrollment in Band I-IV is required, except for guitar. 

Individual practice outside of class will be required as well as academic 

eligibility. This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts 

requirement. 
MUSIC APPRECIATION 

Grades:  9 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to be an introduction to Western Art Music. The 

course will consist of considerable amount of listening to and analyzing 

art music, including Classical, Romantic and Jazz. A small portion of the 

class will be devoted to popular music as well, but the emphasis is on 

learning an appreciation for art music. This course satisfies UC/CSU “F” 

visual & performing arts requirement. 
PIANO 1 

Grades:  9 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

In this introductory piano course students study the elements of music 

(melody, harmony, rhythm, and form) and how they are used to create style. 

Students will be introduced to different genres of music for the piano 

including Classical, Jazz, and Popular music, and learn to identify musical 

elements unique to each style. The historical context and influential musicians 

in each style will also be studied. Students will  learn basic piano technique, 

scales, chords, music theory, sight-reading , singing with the piano and 

performance techniques. In addition to solo and ensemble performances in 

class, each student will perform a final recital at the end of each semester. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU F college preparatory requirement. This course is 

pending approval for UC/CSU “F” visual & performing arts requirement. 

 
COLLEGE PREP MUSIC 

Prerequisite: Concurrent 

Enrollment in a BHS 

Performance Ensemble, 

either Instrumental or Vocal 

Grades 9-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to prepare potential music majors for the rigors of a 

college music program. Topics will include an introduction to music 

theory, musical analysis, music history, ear training, and solo/small 

ensemble preparation and performance. 12th graders enrolled in the class 

will prepare and record an audition for use in college applications, and take a 

sample college music theory placement test. 

 

MATHEMATICS 

 
INTEGRATED MATH 1 

Grade(s): 9-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is the first of three in a series that uses a more integrated 

approach to cover Algebraic, Geometric, and Statistical & Probability 

concepts and skills that are included in the traditional three courses. The 

problem situations, models, and technology used will foster connections 

among the various strands of mathematics and develop concepts from 

multiple perspectives. This course satisfies UC/CSU “C” mathematics 

requirement. 
INTEGRATED MATH 2 

Prerequisite(s): Integrated 

Math 1 

Grade(s): 9-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is the second of three courses in a series that uses a more 

integrated approach to cover Algebraic, Geometric, and Statistical & 

Probability concepts and skills that are included in the traditional three 

courses. The problem situations, models, and technology used will foster 

connections among the various strands of mathematics and develop 

concepts from multiple perspectives. This course satisfies UC/CSU “C” 

mathematics requirement. 
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INTEGRATED MATH 3 

Prerequisite: Integrated Math 

2 

Grades:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is the third of three courses in a series that uses a more 

integrated approach to cover Algebraic, Geometric, Statistical & Probability 

concepts and skills that are included in the traditional three courses. The 

problem situations, models and technology used will foster connections 

among the various strands of mathematics and develop concepts from 

multiple perspectives. This course satisfies UC/CSU “C” mathematics 

requirement. 

PRE-CALCULUS 

Prerequisite(s): Algebra 2 or 

Integrated Math 3 and 

competency test 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course addresses all state standards in Math Analysis as well as Pre-

Calculus. Emphasis will be placed on functional concepts, linear and 

polynomial functions and their graphs; applications of optimization; inverse, 

exponential logarithmic functions; analytic geometry; and trigonometric 

functions. The limit concept will be covered. This course is strongly 

recommended as a prerequisite for AP Calculus. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement. 

STATISTICS 

Prerequisite(s): Algebra 2 or 

Integrated Math 3 and 

competency test 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This is used extensively in American industry and business and candidates 

with a background in statistics are in demand. This course is appropriate for 

students who plan a career in mathematics, science, engineering, banking, 

business, manufacturing, health services, and other fields. The first semester 

will cover the basic concepts of probability and statistics, such as measures 

of central tendency, variation, and position. The Normal Distribution (Bell 

Curve) will be covered in detail. The semester will end with a study of the 

Central Limit Theorem. The second semester will focus on Inferential 

Statistics, such as confidence intervals, hypothesis testing and linear 

regressions. This course is fully aligned with the California Standards for 

Statistics and AP Statistics. This course satisfies UC/CSU “C” 

mathematics requirement. 
SPORTS STATISTICS

emphasis. This course is appropriate for students who plan a career in 

mathematics, science, engineering, banking, business, manufacturing, 

health services and sports related fields. The first semester will cover the 

basic concepts of probability and statistics, such as measures of central 

tendency, variation and positions with a sports emphasis. The Normal 

Distribution (Bell Curve) will be covered in detail. The semester will 

end with a study of the Central Limit Theorem. The second semester 

will focus on Inferential Statistics, such as confidence intervals, 

hypothesis testing and linear regressions. This course is fully aligned with 

the California Standards for Statistics and AP Statistics. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement. 
AP STATISTICS 

Prerequisite: 

Algebra 2 or Math 3 and 

Competency test 

Grades:  10 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is intended for students who have a strong insight or interest 

in data analysis and wish to prepare for the advanced placement Statistics 

exam. The course will cover: the non-AP materials, plus all required topics 

for the placement exam. Students will solve problems that typically appear 

on the AP Statistics Test. The course is aligned with the California 

Standards for Statistics and AP Statistics. Summer work may be 

assigned. Students are eligible to receive college credit pending the 

outcome of the AP exam. Students are eligible to receive college credit 

pending the outcome on the AP exam. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“C” mathematics requirement. 
AP CALCULUS AB 

This course is intended for students who have a considerable knowledge

and competency test 

Grade(s): 11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

of college preparatory mathematics and are preparing to take the AP Exam. 

The course will cover: functions, graphs and limits, limits of functions, 

asymptotic and unbound behavior, continuity as a property of functions, the 

concept of a derivative, the derivative, the derivative at a point, the 

derivative as a function, the second derivatives, Riemann sums, 

interpretations and properties of definite integrals, applications of integrals, 

the fundamental theorem of calculus, techniques and applications of anti 

differentiation; and numerical approximations to definite integrals. The 

course is aligned with the California Standards for Calculus and AP 

Calculus. Summer work may be assigned. Students are eligible to receive 

college credit pending the outcome on the AP exam. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement. 
AP CALCULUS BC 

Prerequisite(s): AP Calculus 

AB or Pre-Calculus and 

instructor recommendation 

Grade(s): 11-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is intended to provide students with a sound understanding of 

the concepts of calculus. Students will be able to work problems from 

graphical, numerical, or analytical points of view. Students will then be able 

to present their solutions both verbally and analytically. The course covers 

the entire AP Calculus AB sequence, but in a shorter time. It then continues 

to cover second semester college calculus topics such as slope field, 

differential equations, and the calculus treatment of expansions. Graphing 

calculators are a required component of this course. Students who do not 

own their own graphing calculator (TI 83 or similar) may check one out 

from the library. Summer work may be assigned. Students are eligible to 

receive college credit pending the outcome on the AP exam This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement. 
MATH 096 

Prerequisite(s): Counselor 

approval 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This is a pre-college math course in preparation for college entry-level work. 

Knowledge of college preparatory high school mathematics at the level of 

Algebra 1/Math 1 and 1st semester Algebra 2/Math 3 is expected. The course 

is aligned with the California Standards for Algebra II (2nd semester) and Mt. 

San Jacinto Community College’s standards and requirements as outlined in 

their course syllabus. 

COLLEGEMATH 105 (DE) 

Prerequisite: Math 3, 

ACCUPLACER test 

Grade: 11-12  

One semester  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is College Algebra and is part of the dual enrollment courses 

offered on our campus and covers graphing of polynomial, rational, and 

transcendental functions and conic sections, solving polynomial, rational, 

exponential and logarithmic equations and related applications, solving 

systems of linear equations utilizing determinants, function theory including 

notation, combination and composition as well as existence and formulation 

of inverses, sequences and the Binomial Theorem. Meets or exceeds 

UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement when college transcripts are 

also provided. 
COLLEGE MATH 110 (DE) 
Prerequisite: Math 105 

Grade:  12  

One semester  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is College Pre-Calculus, and is part of the dual enrollment 

courses offered on our campus and is designed for the student who is 

planning to take calculus. Topics covered in depth will include: functions, 

graphs of polynomial and rational functions, theory of equations, 

exponential and logarithmic functions, trigonometry, systems of equations 

and inequalities, sequences and series and conic sections. Meets or exceeds 

UC/CSU “C” mathematics requirement when college transcripts are 

also provided. 

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
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All students are required to take 9
th 

grade PE and take the Physical Fitness Test at the end of 

their 9
th 

grade year. According to district policy, students must then must take one additional 

year of PE to meet the graduation requirement. 

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 9 

Grade:  9 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 credits 

 

This course is designed to increase physical fitness as required by the 

state of California for 9
th 

grade students. Each class works on fitness 3 

days a week and 2 days on physical education units or activity days 

with recreational days to be determined by each teacher. Activities to be 

considered but not limited to: basketball, football, soccer, softball, 

hockey, and volleyball. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 2 

Prerequisite: PE 9 

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is designed to increase physical fitness as required by the 

state of California for 10-12th grade students. Activities to be considered 

but not limited to: basketball, football, soccer, softball, and volleyball, 

aerobics, weights, court, swimming/aquatics, water polo, tennis, baseball, 

golf, hockey, and wrestling. This course will count for the second 

required year of Physical Education. 

WEIGHTS 

Prerequisite: PE 9 

Grades: 11-12 

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to give students the opportunity to learn weight 

training concepts and techniques used for obtaining optimal physical 

fitness. Students will benefit from comprehensive weight training and 

cardio-respiratory endurance activities. Students will learn the basic 

fundamentals of weight training, strength training, aerobic training, and 

overall fitness training and conditioning. Course includes both lecture and 

activity sessions. Students will be empowered to make wise choices, meet 

challenges, and develop positive behaviors in fitness, wellness, and 

movement activity for a lifetime. 

FIELD SPORTS 

Prerequisite: PE 9 

Grades: 11-12 

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course is designed to increase physical fitness as required by the state 

of California for 11th and 12th grade students. Activities to be considered 

but not limited to: basketball, football, soccer, softball, volleyball, hockey, 

and pickelball. This course will count for the second required year of 

physical education. 

ATHLETIC PE 

Prerequisite: Coach Approval 

Grades 9-12 

Two Semesters 

Credits: 10 

Coach recommendation and participation in one of the available sports is 

required to enroll in Athletic PE classes. These classes include: Basketball, 

Baseball, Wrestling, Football, and Aquatics. All classes require a semester-

long commitment. 
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SCIENCE 

 

GEO/PHYSICAL SCIENCE 

Grades:  9-10 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is designed as an integrated course; conceptual physics with 

Earth Science.  (Based on CA NGSS 3 course model for Physical, Earth 

and Space Sciences.)  Students will learn about the physical laws of 

motion, forces at a distance, energy conversion and renewable energy, 

nuclear processes and Earth history, waves and electromagnetic radiation, 

stars and the origins of the universe. Students will also learn basic 

laboratory skills.  This course meets graduation requirements for 1 year of a 

physical science.  This course satisfies UC/CSU “D” laboratory science 

requirement. 

BIOLOGY 

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course covers topics of the structure, function, and interaction of 

living things. It includes cellular biology, genetics, evolution, ecology, 

and an introduction to human biology. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“D” laboratory science requirement. 

 

HONORS BIOLOGY 

Prerequisite: Algebra I or 

Integrated Math 1 

Grades: 9-10  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

The pace and depth of instruction is specifically structured for advanced science 

and math students planning to take four years of science courses, including 

advanced placement courses. This course will cover the topics of the structure, 

function and interaction of living things. It includes cellular biology, genetics, 

evolution, ecology, and an introduction to human biology. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “D” laboratory science requirement. 

AP BIOLOGY 

Prerequisites: 

Biology and Chemistry 

Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is designed to prepare students to take the AP Biology Exam 

and be the equivalent of a college-level introductory Biology course. AP 

Biology is designed for students contemplating a college major in science 

or in the medical field. The class will include in depth coverage of the 

major themes of Biology which include molecules and cells, evolution 

and heredity, and organisms and populations. Laboratory exercises and 

experiments give students “hands-on” exposure to many aspects of biology. 

Study sessions will be held prior to the AP exam in May. Summer work 

may be assigned. This course satisfies UC/CSU “D” laboratory science 

requirement. 

FORENSIC SCIENCE 

Prerequisites: Biology, 

Chemistry, Math 2 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is a Biology based lab class that is designed to provide an 

introductory look into the world of forensic science laboratories. The 

class will consist of lectures, lab and discovery learning. Hands-on 

science will be used to investigate cases and scenarios involving solving 

crimes. Prerequisites include one year of Biology and one year of 

Chemistry as a basis to solve crimes scientifically. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “D” laboratory science requirement. 

 

CHEMISTRY 

Prerequisite: Integrated Math 1 

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course has a focus on the structure and properties of matter with 

emphasis on problem-solving skills. Topics include: lab skills, atomic 

structure, bonding, stoichiometry, gas laws, solutions, thermochemistry, 

rates and equilibrium, acid/base reactions and redox reactions. Laboratory 

exercises and experiments give students “hands-on” exposure to many 

aspects of chemistry. This course satisfies UC/CSU “D” laboratory 

science requirement. 

AP CHEMISTRY This course is designed to prepare students for the AP chemistry test. It is 
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Prerequisites: Chemis try ,  

Biology, Math 2 

Grades:  11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

designed to be a second year chemistry course covering topics that are the 

equivalent to a first semester of college chemistry. Some topics will be 

similar to the first year chemistry course, but covered at a faster pace and in 

more depth. More advanced chemistry topics in the areas of  kinetics, 

equilibrium, and electrochemistry are included.  During the year their will 

be several weekend labs.  Study sessions will be held prior to the AP exam 

in May. Summer work may be assigned. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“D” laboratory science requirement. 

PHYSICS 

Prerequisite: Integrated Math 1 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course includes a problem solving and conceptual approach covering forces, 

momentum, energy, thermodynamics, waves, electricity and magnetism. Students 

learn the pertinent equations within these fields of study and how they are useful 

in their personal lives as well as  for college preparation and applicable careers in 

the sciences.  Lab experiments, both virtual and hands-on, relative to these 

concepts are included. This course satisfies UC/CSU “D” laboratory science 

requirement. 

AP PHYSICS 1 

Prerequisites: Biology, Math 2 

Grades:  11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is algebra-based (not calculus-based) and is the equivalent of 

a first semester of college physics. The topics include Newtonian 

mechanics (including rotational dynamics and angular momentum), work, 

energy, and power; mechanical waves and sound. It also introduces 

electric circuits. Students will have an opportunity to develop a deep 

understanding of the content and apply their knowledge through inquiry 

labs.  Students are eligible to receive college credit pending the outcome 

on the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “D” laboratory science requirement. 

ENVIRONMENTAL 

SCIENCE 

Required Prerequisite: 

2 years of high school science 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is an applied science that incorporates many aspects of the 

physical and life sciences to help understand and solve environmental 

problems. During this course students will learn about the complex issues 

facing our environment. Students will study issues involving people and 

the environment, including people’s use of natural resources. This course 

is designed for students interested in learning more about the inner 

workings of our environment and about human impact on the 

environment. Students interested in taking an AP Environmental Science 

Test in the spring will be provided additional independent study materials 

in order to help them prepare for the exam. 

ANATOMY / 

PHYSIOLOGY 

Required Prerequisite: 

2 years of high school science 

Grades: 11-12  

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course includes an in-depth study of the structure and function of the 

skeletal, muscular, nervous, digestive, respiratory, circulatory, lymphatic, 

integumentary, excretory and endocrine systems of the human body. This 

course will also focus on various diseases and disorders affecting the human 

body. Hands-on lab experiments correspond to the specific areas of study, 

including multiple dissections. This course satisfies UC/CSU “D” 

laboratory science requirement. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 

 

WORLD HISTORY 

Grades:  10 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is a yearlong study of World History. Particular emphasis 

will be placed on revolutions of mankind, the development of nation-

state, the development of major governmental forms and emergence of 

nationalism leading to a new world order in the 20th century. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

 

HISTORY OF LATIN 

AMERICA 

Grades:  10 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

History of Latin American introduces students to the geographical 

conditions, historical roots, and cultural diversity of the region. The course 

will focus on the ways in which indigenous, European, and African 

influences shaped the history of the New World. Students will use a variety 

of primary and secondary materials including texts, artwork, film, and 

music to tell the story of the 500 years that tie the region’s present to its 

past. This course satisfies BHS graduation requirements for sophomore 

history. This c o u r s e  is pending approval for UC/CSU “A” 

history/social science requirement. 

HONORS WORLD 

HISTORY 

Grade:  10  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 credits 

This course is designed to be a more rigorous study of World History 

and is more intense process should better prepare students who want to 

take AP US History as juniors. An overview of the major historical 

events during the classical and modern periods of human history. 

Particular  emphasis  will  be  placed  on  Revolutions  of  mankind,  the 

development of the nation-state, the development of major governmental 

forms and the emergence of nationalism leading to a new world order of 

the 20th century. This course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social 

science requirement. 

AP EUROPEAN HISTORY 

Prerequisite: Strong writing 

skills, summer work 

Grade:  10  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is a college prep course for students who have a strong 

interest in history and wish to prepare for the advanced placement exam 

in European history. The course is designed to provide students with an 

in-depth study of the cultural, economic, political, and social 

developments in European history since 1450. In addition to course 

content, the course focuses on giving students the ability to analyze 

historical evidence and writing, and an ability to express historical 

understanding in essay writing. Summer work may be assigned. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

U.S. HISTORY  

Grades:  11 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course will provide students with an awareness of the records of 
individuals, groups and movements of people, causing or experiencing 

economical, political, social and ideological change in American society. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

AP U.S. HISTORY 

Prerequisite: Strong writing 

skills, summer work 

Grades:  11  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course will study the major turning points in American history. 

Starting with a review of Pre-Columbian history; students will explore 

the nation’s beginning and the impact of the Enlightenment on U.S. 

democratic ideals. Students trace the change in the ethnic composition 

of American society; the movement towards equal rights for racial 

minorities and women; and the role of the United States as a major 

world power. An emphasis is placed on the expanding role of  the federal 

government and federal courts as well as the continuing tension between 
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the individual and the state. Students consider the major social problems 

of our time and trace their causes in historical events. Students will 

understand that our rights under the U.S. Constitution are a precious 

inheritance that depends on an educated citizenry for their preservation 

and protection. Students are eligible to receive college credit pending 

outcome on the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

ECONOMICS  

Grade:  12 

One semester  

Credits: 5 

 

This course will cover basic institutions and practices of the financial 

community and will include the comparison of the capitalistic economy 

in the United States with other economic systems and international 

monetary practices. This course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social 

science requirement. 

 

AP MACRO ECONOMICS 

Prerequisite: Summer work  

Grade:  12 

One semester  

Credits: 5 

This course covers similar content to the regular economics but  is taught 

on a more intensive basis in preparation for the Advance Placement 

exam. This course may or may not be offered depending on enrollment 

and staffing assignments. Students are eligible to receive college credit 

pending outcome on the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

U.S. GOVERNMENT  
Grade:  12 

One semester  

Credits: 5 

This course provides an examination of the workings of government at 

local, state, and national levels with particular emphasis on the specific 

functions of the executive, legislative, and judicial branches. Students 

will be exposed to the variety of governmental programs created by, 

and major problems encountered in federal, state, and local relations. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

AP U.S. GOVERNMENT 

Prerequisite: Summer work  

Grade:  12 

One semester  

Credits: 5 

This course covers the same content as regular U.S. Government in 

preparation for the Advance Placement exam. This course may or may 

not be offered depending on enrollment and staffing assignments. 

Students are eligible to receive college credit pending the outcome on 

the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “A” history/social science requirement. 

COLLEGE HISTORY 

111/112 (DE) 

Prerequisite: Accuplacer 

Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters,   

Credits: 20 

This two-semester college course explores political, social, economical and 

intellectual developments in the United States. History 111 begins from the 

colonization and settlement through civil war and reconstruction. History 

112 continues with US history beginning from the end of the civil war to 

the current period. Meets or exceeds UC/CSU “A” history/social science 

requirement when college transcripts are also provided. 

 

PSYCHOLOGY 

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is an introduction to psychology, with a focus on the 

scientific study of human development, learning, motivation, and 

personality. Students will develop some basic concepts of psychology 

and a historical perspective on psychology as the study of individual 

behavior. Students will learn about Sigmund Freud, Abraham Maslow, 

Ivan Pavlov, Carl Rogers, and B. F. Skinner. Students will have 

opportunities to explore implications for everyday life on human 

behavior and perspective. This course satisfies UC/CSU “A” 

history/social science requirement. 

AP PSYCHOLOGY 
This course is to introduce students to the systematic and scientific 
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Prerequisite:  Summer work  

Grades:  10-12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

study of the behavior and mental process of human beings and other 

animals. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and 

phenomena associated with each of the major subfields within 

psychology. They also learn about the ethics and methods psychologists 

use in their science and practice. The aim of the course is to provide the 

student with a learning experience equivalent to that obtained in most 

college introductory psychology courses. Students are eligible to 

receive college credit pending the outcome on the AP exam. Summer 

work may be assigned. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college 

preparatory requirement. 

 

WORLD LANGUAGE 

 

AMERICAN SIGN 

LANGUAGE 1 

Grades:  9 - 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is an overview of American Sign Language (ASL), and will 

focus on vocabulary, structure, syntax and grammar. Students will focus 

on mastering the basics of finger spelling, introductions and greetings, 

descriptions of people and places, and storytelling. In addition, students 

will also learn cultural behaviors necessary to hold a beginning-level 

conversation in ASL. Introductory information about Deaf culture will 
also be presented, along with deaf anecdotes, to provide students with a 

broad picture of language and culture. The course will give students a 

deeper understanding of the history, values and social norms of the Deaf 

Community in the United States and provides opportunities for 

interaction within the Deaf Community. This course satisfies UC/CSU 

“E” language other than English requirement. 

AMERICAN SIGN 

LANGUAGE 2  

Prerequisite: ASL 1 
Grades: 9-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

A continuation of concepts of American Sign Language 1 including 

increase complexity of vocabulary, structure, syntax and grammar. 

Students will develop the skills to incorporate classifiers into everyday 

conversations that will allow students to exchange personal information 

and details pertaining to specific life events. Cultural information will be 

presented to aid student development of awareness of and appreciation for 

the unique linguistic relationship between language and culture among 

those Deaf/hard-of-hearing individuals who use ASL to communicate. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” college preparatory requirement. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. 

AMERICAN SIGN 

LANGUAGE 3  

Prerequisite: ASL 2  
Grades: 10-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

American Sign Language 3, (ASL 3) is the third year in the American 

Sign Language course sequence. This course will develop student's 

abilities to demonstrate productive and receptive proficiency of ASL 

conversations and storytelling. This course increases fluency in 

conversational skills and storytelling, while appreciating Deaf literature 

and arts. This class allows for recognition and demonstration of more 

sophisticated grammatical features of American Sign Language. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. 

SPANISH 1 

Grades:  9 - 12  

This course is the first year of Spanish and is designed to introduce the 

student to the language and culture of Spanish-speaking people. It consists 
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Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

of learning basic vocabulary, key phrases, while focusing on 

communication and comprehension through listening, speaking, reading, 

and writing skills. Vocabulary and grammatical structures will be 

practiced in context with verbal functions emphasized. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. 

SPANISH 2 

Prerequisite: Spanish 1 or 

Teacher recommendation  

Grades:  9 - 12 

Two semesters  

Credit: 10 

This course is the second year of Spanish and is designed to build upon the 

skills of the first year of Spanish. The course deals with intermediate 

vocabulary, intermediate writing, intermediate grammar, intermediate 

reading, pronunciation, basic conversation and diction. As in the first year 

course, time is devoted to a continuing appreciation of Spanish-speaking 

cultures. This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than 

English requirement. 

SPANISH 3 

Prerequisite: Spanish 2 or 

Teacher recommendation  

Grades:  9 - 12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is the third year of Spanish consisting of next level 

conversation, vocabulary and grammar that builds upon student prior 

knowledge of the target language. Students will begin applying their 

knowledge and skills of the target language to reading short stories and 

novels, as well as developing writing responses and articulating their 

thoughts and opinions using proper grammar and vocabulary. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. 

SPANISH NATIVE 

SPEAKERS 1 

Prerequisite: 

Fluency in Spanish language 

Grades:  9 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is designed exclusively for the student who already speaks, 

reads, and writes Spanish at least at an elementary level. Students will 

continue developing the four basic skills, listening, speaking, reading and 

writing, with a focus on academic writing and spoken Spanish. Hispanic 

cultures are explored, emphasizing their historical impact and 

ramifications in our society. The goal for the class is for the student to be 

well equipped and motivated to continue the exploration of the language 

into the subsequent levels, Spanish Native Speakers II and AP courses. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. 

SPANISH NATIVE 

SPEAKERS 2 

Prerequisite: 

Native Spanish Speakers 1 or 

Teacher recommendation 

Grades:  9 – 12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course follows Spanish Native Speaker 1 and is designed exclusively 

for the student who already speaks, reads, and writes Spanish at least at an 

intermediate level. Students will continue developing the four basic skills, 

listening, speaking, reading and writing, with a focus on academic writing 

and spoken Spanish. Hispanic cultures are explored, emphasizing their 

historical impact and ramifications in our society. The goal for the class is 

for the student to be well equipped and motivated to continue the 

exploration of the language into the subsequent levels and AP courses. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. 

ADVANCED SPANISH 

CULTURE AND 

COMPOSITION 

Prerequisite: Completion of 

Dual Language program K-8 

Grade:  9  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This course is designed exclusively for 9th grade students who are part of 

the Dual Immersion Program. It focuses on enriching student knowledge 

of 1) cultures of Spanish-speaking countries 2) academic vocabulary and 

3) composition skills in order to achieve competence in both speaking and 

writing. Advanced literary works of authentic Spanish writers are also 

covered such as novels, essays, short stories, and poetry. All the activities 

in the course are aimed at increasing bi-literacy skills. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. This 

is the year 1 course for students in the Dual Immersion Program. 

AP SPANISH LANGUAGE This is an advanced placement course which will consist of Spanish 
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AND CULTURE 

Prerequisite: 

Spanish 3 or Spanish Native 

Speakers 1 or 2  

Grades:  10 - 12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

instruction in conjunction with upper level Spanish curriculum. All 

instruction will be focused on Spanish Language as the medium for 

class activities. Students are eligible to receive college credit pending 

the outcome on the AP exam. Summer work may be assigned. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. This is the year 2 course for students in the Dual 

Immersion Program. 

 

AP SPANISH LITERATURE 

Recommended Prerequisite: 

AP Spanish Language  

Grades:  11 - 12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

This is an advanced placement course which will consist of Spanish instruction in 

conjunction with upper level Spanish curriculum. All students are encouraged 

throughout this course to practice the target language consistently with their 

teachers and peers through conversations, lectures and oral presentations. 

Students are eligible to receive college credit pending the outcome on the AP 

exam. Students who pass with a 3 or higher comply with one of the criteria for 

the Multiliteracy and Bi-literacy Seals. Summer work may be assigned. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. 

This is the year 3 course for students participating in the Dual Immerson 

Program. 

SPANISH CULTURE AND 

FILM 

Prerequisite: AP Spanish Lang 

or AP Spanish Lit 

Grade: 12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This course provides students with an analytical perspective of Latin 

American culture and historical events through the use of films and 

documentaries. The course focuses on major political, social and cultural 

aspects of given regions within the confines of modern history. This 

course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement. This is the year 4 course for students participating in the 

Dual Immersion Program. 

 

COLLEGE SPANISH 101 

(DE) 

Grades:  11 - 12 

One semester 

Credits: 10 

Description from the MSJC Course Catalog: This course emphasizes 

pronunciation, oral practice, basic grammar of the Spanish language and 

study of the Hispanic culture and civilization. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement with 

submission of college transcripts. 

COLLEGE SPANISH 102 

(DE) 

Prerequisite: Spanish 101 

Grades:  11 - 12 

One semester 

Credits: 10 

Description from the MSJC Course Catalog: This course is a continuation 

of skills learned in Spanish 101. Students will become more proficient in 

the use of the Spanish language through reading, writing, listening and 

speaking. Student will gain more knowledge of the culture and 

civilization of the 21 Spanish speaking countries. Proper uses of object 

pronouns and past tenses will be emphasized. This course satisfies 

UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement with 

submission of college transcripts. 

FRENCH 1 

Grades: 9 - 12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

This course is an introduction to the French language and culture. The 

course consists of learning pronunciation, practical vocabulary, key 

French phrases, basic commands, grammatical points and diction. 

Students are encouraged to participate in French cooking in the French 

Club. In addition, the course introduces cultural points of French- 

speaking people through movies, literature, music, and class discussions. 

This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English 

requirement.

FRENCH 2 

Prerequisite: French 1 

Grades:  9 – 12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

This second year of French builds upon skills learned the first year. The 

course deals with more advanced vocabulary, conversation, grammar, 

pronunciation, and writing skills. As in the first year course,  the second 

year continues to teach cultural points of French speaking people (through 

movies, literature, music, food, art, and class discussions). This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. 

FRENCH 3  

Prerequisite: French 2  

Grades: 10-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

 

The goal of French 3 is to introduce students to format and content of the 

AP French test, which is based upon 6 broad cultural themes. Students will 

demonstrate their academic progress by keeping a portfolio of their work. 

During this process, students learning how to read college-level French 

texts, comprehend French cultural themes and be able to compare them to 

their own language and culture, research and analyze written and oral 

words, write French essays and emails, and practice speaking French in 

various formats. This course satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than 

English requirement. 

AP FRENCH 

Prerequisite: French 1 & 2  

Grades: 10-12 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

AP French continues to reinforce the format and content of the AP French 

test. Students will continue to improve their ability to read college-level 

French texts, comprehend French cultural themes, (and compare them to 

their own language and culture) research and analyze written and oral 

words, write French essays and emails, and practice speaking French in 

various formats. Students are eligible to receive college credit pending 

outcome of the AP Exam. Summer work may be assigned. This course 

satisfies UC/CSU “E” language other than English requirement. 

 

MISCELLANEOUS ELECTIVES 

 
AIR FORCE JROTC YEAR 

1 

Grade: 9 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

AFJROTC Year 1 is designed to prepare students to become college and 

career ready. Three main components of the program are academic 

instruction, tutorial support, and motivational activities. The topics are 

Aerospace Science History (40%), Leadership Education (40%), and the 

Wellness Program (20%). The focus year 1 is aviation history including 

the development of flight throughout the centuries beginning with ancient 

civilizations and culminating with modernization and a brief astronomical 

and space exploration history. Leadership components consist of Air Force 

customs and courtesies. 

AIR FORCE JROTC YEAR 

2 

Recommended Prerequisite: 

AFJROTC Year 1  
Grade: 10 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

AFJROTC Year 2 is the second year of the JROTC program. This course 

has the same components as year 1 including Aerospace Science History 

(40%), Leadership Education (40%), and the Wellness Program (20%). 

The focus year 2 is Aerospace Science, the science of flight. This in-depth 

course is designed to acquaint the students with the aerospace 

environment, the human requirements for flight, principles of aircraft 

flight, and principles of navigation. Discussions include atmosphere, 

weather, forces of lift, drag, thrust, and weight. Students also learn basic 

navigation including map reading, course plotting, and effects of the wind. 

Leadership component consists of listening and speaking skills as well as 

basic leadership. 

AIR FORCE JROTC YEAR AFJROTC Year 3 is the third year of the JROTC program. This course has

Grade: 11 

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

the same components as year 1 including Aerospace Science History 

(40%), Leadership Education (40%), and the Wellness Program (20%). 

The focus year 3 is Aerospace Science, the exploration of space. This in-

depth course is designed to acquaint the students with the space 

environment discussing solar system, space programs, space technology, 

and manned space flight including developing field of space law. 

Leadership component consists of philosophy and ethics as well as 

fundamentals of financial, personal, and stress management. 

AIR FORCE JROTC YEAR 

4 

Recommended Prerequisite : 

AFJROTC Year 3 

Grade:  12  

Two semesters  

Credits: 10 

AIR FORCE JROTC Year 4 is the culmination of the previous three 

years of Air Force JROTC. This course includes an emphasis on 

Management of the Cadet Corps or Aerospace Careers and a focus on 

global awareness and how it affects all aspects of our lives.In 

addition this course provides an awareness of options after high school. 

This course satisfies the UC/CSU “G” college preparatory 

requirement. 
AP COMPUTER SCIENCE 

PRINCIPLES 

Grades: 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

AP Computer Science Principles covers the fundamentals of computing, 

including problem solving, working with data, understanding the Internet, 

cybersecurity, and programming. Designed to broaden students’ 

understanding of computer science for use in a diversity of majors and 

careers. 

ASB/STUDENT 

LEADERSHIP 

Recommended Prerequisite: 

ASB officers  

Grade:  9-12  

Two semesters  

Credit: 10 

This course is designed to assist noncircular officers in the use of 

communication and leadership skills to effectively administer their 

duties. Students will work independently and in committees to plan 

campus activities; to develop agendas and conduct meetings using 

parliamentary procedures; and to study and revise the school 

constitution. The class is open to ASB officers only. Class presidents 

may enroll with the instructor’s permission. 

ACADEMIC DECATHLON 

Grades:  9 – 12  

Two semesters  

Credit: 10 

This course will prepare students to compete at the county Academic 

Decathlon competition in ten different areas; language, literature, fine arts, 

science, mathematics, social studies, economics, speech, interview, essay and 

super quiz. The content for these areas will match the Academic Decathlon 

syllabus for that year. 

COLLEGE/CAREER 

SEMINAR AND 

ATHLETICS 
Grade: 9 

Two semesters  

Credit: 10 

This course will focus on providing 9th grade student athletes the same 

support as the college/career seminar class but with an emphasis on 

balancing an academic schedule with high school sports. In addition, 

this class will provide guidance with the NCAA process and expectations 

associated with being a student-athlete. 

COLOR GUARD 

Recommended Prerequisite: 

None 

Grades: 9-12 Two semesters 

Credit: 10 credits 

The color guard class offers instruction for all beginning and intermediate 

level potential members of the Beaumont High School Color Guard. 

Instruction will include movement basics, equipment basics on flag and rifle, 

performance observation and analysis, and basic design and choreography. 

TEACHER ASSISTANT 

Prerequisite: 

Teacher, counselor and parental 

approval  

Grades:  11-12 

Two semesters  

Credit:  10 credits 

This course is intended to give students an opportunity to work with and 

assist teachers and staff members in various capacities. Students may take 

only one student assistant class per semester. A 2.0 GPA and satisfactory 

attendance are required. Parental approval is required previous to being 

assigned as a teacher assistant. No more than 20 credits earned as a 

teacher assistant and peer tutor combined  may be applied toward 

graduation requirements. Students cannot be enrolled as both a teacher’s 
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assistant and peer tutor in the same semester. 

PEER TUTOR 

Prerequisite: Teacher, counselor 

and parental approval 

Grades:  11-12  

Two semesters 

Credits: 10  

This course is intended to give the student an opportunity to work with 

students individually and in study groups, tutoring students in their 

academic classes. In addition, peer tutors will be assigned to a course or 

department where they are academically strong to provide in-class tutoring 

support for students. Peer tutors should have exceptional knowledge of 

academic subjects and be positive role models. Parental approval is required 

previous to being assigned as a peer tutor. No more than 20 credits earned as 

a teacher assistant and peer tutor combined may be applied toward 

graduation requirements. Students cannot be enrolled as both a teacher’s 
assistant and peer tutor in the same semester. 

VIRTUAL ENTERPRISE 

Grade(s): 10-12 

Two semesters 

Credits: 10 

Virtual Enterprise is a simulated business that is set up and run by students 

to prepare them for working in a real business environment. Students learn 

about Economics--micro and macro—and its relationship to and impact on 

business operation in the private enterprise system. The students study 

supply and demand, the Federal Reserve System, taxation by local, state, 

and federal governments, business organizations, the stock market, and 

international transactions. The students determine the nature of their 

business, its products and services, its management and structure, and learn 

the daily operations of a business under the guidance of a consultant with 

the support of a real business partner. They use current business software 

packages and the Internet for business transactions using Economics as a 

factor in decision making. This course satisfies UC/CSU “G” college 

preparatory requirement. 
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COLLEGE AND CAREER READINESS SERVICES 
 

The mission of the Beaumont High School Counseling Department is to help students:

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AWARDS AND SCHOLARSHIPS FOR FURTHERING  

YOUR EDUCATION AND TRAINING 
 

Education after high school can be expensive. Whether you plan to attend a 2- or 4- year college, university, 

or trade school financial aid is necessary for just about everyone. Typically financial aid is monetary help 

offered to individuals though government agencies, individual schools, or other sources. More detailed 

information can be found in the counseling office. There are several types of aid available to students, 

including: 

 
Loans 

When you borrow money, it is called a loan. All loans must be paid back. Students can apply for loans 

at  www.fafsa.ed.gov, or at their bank. BHS recommends that all seniors fill out a Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid (FAFSA) in order to see what options they may have to pay for their post-secondary education. By 

filling out the FAFSA, students are not accepting any loans or grants, but only seeing what money (if any) is 

available to them from the Federal Government. 

 

Grants 

A grant is a gift of money. You do not need to pay it back. Students can learn more about qualifying for 

grants at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 
 

Work Study 

Work Study is a program that allows a student to work approved on- or off-campus employers to earn money 

to pay for college expenses. Work Study is not a grant (you must work to earn it), and it is not a loan (you 

don't have to repay it). Students can learn more about qualifying for work study at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 
 

Scholarships 

A scholarship is an award based on academic performance, talent, or other factors. It may have certain 

requirements, but you do not need to pay it back. Students can learn about individual scholarships by 

reading the monthly BHS “Scholarship Bulletin” posted in the BHS counseling office and on the BHS 

website. There are also several online scholarship databases which are listed in the Scholarship Bulletin. 

Sources of scholarship money include colleges and universities, local organizations, clubs, and employers.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS: (BP 6146.1) 

1. Students must enroll in an English class each year. 

2. Students must take 3 years or 30 credits of math to graduate. Students must complete at least one 

mathematics course, or a combination of the two mathematics courses that meet or exceed  state 

academic content standards for Algebra I. (Integrated Math 1 meets this criteria). 

3. Students must take 2 years of science that includes physical and biological competencies. Physical 

science and biology must be taken during the freshman and sophomore years. 

4. Students must earn 10 credits in one or a combination of the following courses: Art, Drama, Band, 

Chorus, or another visual or performing art, or world language. 

5. Students are required to complete their 9
th 

grade health curriculum. 

6. Sophomores must enroll in World History. 

7. Juniors must enroll in U.S. History. 

8. Seniors must enroll in one semester Economics and one semester U.S. Government. 

9. Students are required to take two (2) semesters of physical education some time during 10th, 11th, or 

12th grade. Twenty credits are required in total. All 9th grade students must enroll in PE 9 and pass the 

Physical Fitness Test. 

 

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS FOR TRANSFERRING STUDENTS 

A. Students in residence at Beaumont High School for one school year or more will be required to accumulate 

220 credits and meet all Beaumont High School graduation requirements. 

B. Students who enroll in Beaumont High School during their senior year and cannot meet Beaumont High 

School graduation requirements, may be permitted to graduate by meeting the graduation requirements from 

their previous school. In order to do so, approval must be granted by the principal from the former school in 

addition to the Beaumont High School principal and the counselor the student is assigned to at Beaumont 

High School. If approval is granted for the student to meet the previous school’s graduation requirements, 

every effort will be made to graduate the student from the previous school. 

C. A student must be enrolled in classes on the Beaumont High School campus on the last day of the semester 

in which graduation status is granted in order to receive a Beaumont High School diploma. 

 

QUALIFICATIONS FOR PARTICIPATION IN COMMENCEMENT CEREMONIES 

A. Graduation  Requirements  -  All  students  who  have  earned  220  credits  and  have  fulfilled  all  stated 

requirements are eligible for participation in the graduation ceremonies. 

 

B. Citizenship - Students must have “satisfactory citizenship” at the time of graduation as determined by the 

principal.  
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GUIDELINES FOR EARNING CREDITS 
 

1. Credits and Drop/Add Policy - Students may earn 5 credits per class each semester 

a) The Drop / Add period will occur prior to the start of school during registration and two weeks at the 

beginning of the second semester. There will be no penalty for dropping a class during this time. The 

student’s transcript will show only the ADDED class. 

b) All other drops after the first 6 weeks of the start of a semester, will be “withdraw fail” for zero credit. 

An “F” for the semester will be included in the student’s overall GPA and ON his/her TRANSCRIPT. 

(AR 5121) 

c) Current students who have received variable credit in past courses will be allowed to earn variable credit 
to meet graduation requirements. (BP 6146.1) 

 

2. Off Campus Courses & Credits - Of the 220 credits required, 180 credits must be received from classes 

taken on campus. Only 40 credits will be accepted from off campus CTE classes, work experience, or 

college for graduation. Attending college classes requires prior approval from your counselor and 

principal designee. 

 

3. Adult School - High school credit will be granted for adult school courses and will count toward 

graduation requirements provided the student has received prior approval from his / her high school 

counselor. These courses may be utilized for assisting a student graduating with his class, not for early 

graduation. Adult school credit will be included in the “off campus” credits. 

 

4. Community College, College & University Courses & Credits (Concurrent Enrollment) – Each 

college unit earned is converted to the appropriate number of high credits if prior approval by a counselor 

and administration has been granted. Seniors may use a college course as their "4th" class taken off 

campus. College credit will be included in the "Off Campus" credits. 

 

5. Dual Enrollment- Dual Enrollment courses taken on campus, will earn a weighted grade using a 5.0 

grade point scale. Dual Enrollment courses will earn 10 credits per year-long high school equivalent 

course and will be placed on the BHS transcript. Site administration must approve any student taking 

more than two Dual or Concurrent Enrollment courses. Board approval must be obtained prior to any 

student taking more than 11.5 units in either Dual or Concurrent Enrollment courses. Dual enrollment 

placement is contingent upon available space. 

 

6. Teacher Assistant - Only juniors and seniors may enroll. No more than 20 credits of student assistant 

class work may be used to meet the elective requirement and students will not be allowed to take more 

than one TA class each semester. 2.0 GPA and satisfactory attendance are required. Enrollment as a TA 

is at the discretion of the counselor or principal designee. Parent notification and approval will be 

required to schedule a student as a TA. 

 

7. Elective Credit - Students must earn a minimum of 70 elective credits. All courses offered at BHS may 

be used as elective credit if such credit has not been utilized to meet subject matter requirements. 

 

8. Summer School - May be used for credit recovery. 
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TESTING PROGRAMS 
 

 

ACT, AMERICAN COLLEGE TESTING PROGRAM – Measures a student’s potential for higher 

education. This test is required by many college and universities for entrance. Fee required. (Not administered 

on campus.) Additional information is available at www.actstudent.org. 

 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT TESTING (AP) –Students may receive college credit based on score 

received. This is an excellent way to learn a subject more thoroughly and save on college expenses. Fee 

required. 

 

ASVAB, Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery – Administered by the military. The test is usually 

given in the fall on the campus and results are helpful on planning for a career both in and out of the military 

service. 

 
EAP/ EMS/ELM- EARLY ASSESSMENT PROGRAM - This exam is attached to the 11

th 
grade English 

and the 11
th 

grade California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP Test). This exam 

determines college entrance readiness. 

 

PSAT/NMSQT – Measures selected verbal and quantitative abilities generally associated with academic 

achievement in college. Students planning on entering college should take the PSAT in the fall of their 

sophomore or junior year. A fee is required and fee waivers are available. 

 

SCHOLASTIC APTITUDE TEST (SAT) – Measures the verbal and mathematical reasoning skills that 

students have developed over the years. This exam is required for entrance by most 4-year colleges and 

universities. This test is not given at our school. Applications are available at www.collegeboard.com. Fee 

required, but fee waivers are available. Additional information is available at www.collegeboard.org. 

 
CALIFORNIA ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT PERFORMANCE AND PROGRESS (CAASPP) 

CAASPP testing consists of the Smarter Balanced Summative Assessments which are taken on a computer 

and include a Performance Task and a computer-adaptive test and are based on the Common Core State 

Standards. Assessments are given for English language arts/literacy and mathematics. 

 
TESTING OUT OF A CLASS (AR 6155 – Challenging a Course by Examination) – One month prior to the 
end of the current semester, currently enrolled students interested in challenging a course shall file a petition form 

with their counselor. Entering ninth-grade students and new enrollees shall file a petition and take the examination 

within two weeks of the time of initial entry to high school classes. 

 

The counselor shall inform the course instructor of the student's intent to challenge the course. The student shall be 
allowed to challenge the course by examination if his/her petition is signed by the counselor, department chair and

BEAUMONT HIGH SCHOOL (BHS) CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT POLICY: 
**For the purpose of BHS and BUSD policies, concurrent courses are synonymous with correspondence courses.  Concurrent/Correspondence courses 

will be referred to as “Concurrent” courses from herein.   
 
The Beaumont Unified Board of Trustees desires to provide opportunities for eligible district students to enroll concurrently in courses offered at 

postsecondary institutions and at Beaumont Unified School District (BUSD) high schools in order to foster individual student achievement, increase 

opportunities for students to complete college preparatory course requirements or Career Technical Education (CTE) preparation, and prepare students 

for a smooth transition into college by providing exposure to the rigors of the collegiate environment.   
 
Students may request advanced scholastic or CTE at a community college. In order to be concurrently enrolled in high school and community college, a 

permission form must be signed by the student, parent, counselor and administrative designee prior to registering for classes. Enrollment is granted at the 

discretion of the community college. Expenses required for taking community college class is the responsibility of the student. 
 

1. Students will be able to place 40 concurrent units (after college to HS conversion) on the BHS transcript provided the concurrent courses 

meets the minimum University of California (UC)/California State University (CSU) A-G admissions requirements and/or the minimum high 

school graduation criteria.  
a. Concurrent courses are courses taken from UC/CSU, California Community College (CCC), Adult Education, Regional 

Occupational Program (ROP), and/or accredited private universities.   

b. For the purposes of this policy, dual enrollment courses are not considered concurrent courses.    

ONLY concurrent courses identical or equivalent to the dual/concurrent courses offered ON the BHS campus will be weighted at 5.0 scale provided they 

meet the minimum UC/CSU A-G requirements and/or graduation requirements. 

 . For the purpose of weighted credit, course equivalency will only be granted in the current year.  There will be no retroactive weighted credit 

issued for concurrent courses.   

Advanced Placement (AP) courses receive weighted credit (5.0 scale).  

Only Dual/Concurrent courses above the 100 level will be considered for weighted credit.   

A list of all weighted  credit courses will be available in the counseling office.   

College unit to high school credit conversion: 

 . 1 college unit = 3 high school credits 

a. 2 college units = 7 high school credits  

b. 3 or more college units = 10 high school credits   

Special part-time students may enroll in up to 11 units per semester, or the equivalent, in a community college. Such students shall receive credit for 

community college courses that they complete in an amount jointly determined appropriate by the district and the community college governing board. 

 (Education Code 48800, 76001) 

Students requesting MORE than 11 units must submit a letter to the BUSD Board of Trustees two weeks prior to the start of any given BUSD high 

school semester.  Students must submit their letter directly to the counseling office.   

Students requesting MORE than 11 units at multiple institutions are required to report the total number of units enrolled at each postsecondary institution 

to their respective community colleges. 

 
GUIDELINES FOR SPECIAL ADMIT HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS:  
Upon recommendation of the principal and with parent/guardian consent, the Board may authorize a student to apply for attendance at a community 

college during any session or term as a special part-time or full-time student and to undertake one or more courses of instruction offered at the 

community college level. (Education Code 48800) 
 
The college has established guidelines for special admit high school students. This general criteria is not an absolute guarantee for admission. Each 

student and case is evaluated individually using multiple measures.

*Note: 9th & 10th grade students showing exceptional ability will be considered on a case-by-case basis. The same guidelines required of 11th and 12th 

grade students also apply to the 9th and 10th grade students. In addition, a letter of recommendation (using school letterhead) from a teacher in the same 

discipline for requested enrollment must be included. 
 
Official transcripts are required. Students MUST meet all established course prerequisites in order to be admitted to college courses. Please note that 

completion of high school courses does not always meet college course prerequisites. Consult a college counselor for details on specific courses. High 

school students in grades nine through twelve wishing to participate in this program must submit a “School/Parent Agreement Form,” available at high 

school counseling offices and at the College Enrollment Services offices.  
 
The form MUST be signed by the high school principal and by the parent or legal guardian. The high school principal, by signing this form, assures the 

college that the high school student is able to benefit from collegiate instruction and meets eligibility requirements.
