Darin was president for several years and during that time he spearheaded the fundraising for 
a multi-year scholarship that is designed to recognize students that volunteer their time and 
talent to the community.   This scholarship is called the Founder's Award in honor of the ɲrst 
inspirational leaders the brought the scholarship program to the CCSD.  Additionally, Morgan 
continues to be an ACTϥVE member for the local DFS Chapter.

2020-2021 High School Course Registration 
 
The counselors have met with all students in grades 9-11 to begin the course registration 
process for the 2020-2021 school year.  Students will register for classes for the 2020-
2021 school year by completing the ACADEMϥC PLANNER on the ϥnɲnite Campus Student 
Portal.  Students should update the academic planner with required courses and also in-
clude 2 alternate classes at the bottom of the planner.  You can make sure your student 
is signing up for all requirements by checking the ACADEMϥC PROGRESS tab on ϥnɲnite 
Campus. The goal is to have all of the boxes show green on the academic progress ta-
ble.  As a parent, you are able to APPROVE STUDENT COURSE PLAN by checking a 
box.  Although this is not required, we would like to have you review the Academic Plan-
ner and Academic Progress information with your son and/or daughter by February 11 
when we start ɲnal registration for all students in grades 9-11.  
 

Naviance Student 

ALL students must have completed their Ca-
reer and College Readiness Online Curriculum 
through the Naviance Student program BE-
FORE February 1st.

Each year students are required to complete tasks related to career and college planning 
to earn .25 elective credit for graduation. Students must complete tasks in this system to 
earn their credit. The counselors have met with all students grades 9-12 and students 
have logged into Naviance Student and have started to explore the program.  Many stu-
dents still have tasks to complete to earn their .25 credit for online curriculum. 

 
The current 9th-11th graders must complete all assigned tasks before they can register 
for the 2020-2021 school year, which will begin in February.  Seniors must complete all 
assigned tasks prior to graduation. The information students receive by using this pro-
gram should help guide the classes they are selecting for next school year.

NATϥONAL GEOGRAPHϥC GEOBEE  

 

Students from Carlisle Middle School participated in 
the school competition of the National Geographic 
GeoBee on January 30, 2020. Ethan Goodhue, an 
eighth grade student, won ɲrst place, with Maya 
Bergstrom, an eighth grade student, winning second 
place and Braedin Zondervan, an eighth grade stu-
dent, ɲnishing third place.  
 
The school competition is the ɲrst round in the an-
nual National Geographic GeoBee, a geography 
competition designed to inspire and reward stu-
dentsɅ curiosity about the world. Questions cover 
not only geography, but also ancient and world civi-
lizations, cultures, and physical features. The Na-
tional Geographic Society developed the GeoBee in 1989 in response to con-
cern about the lack of geographic knowledge among young people in the Unit-
ed States. Over more than three decades, more than 120 million students have 
learned about the world through participation in the GeoBee.  
 

 

School champions, including Ethan, will take an 
online qualifying test; up to 100 of the top test 
scorers in each state then become eligible to com-
pete in their State GeoBee. The winners of the 
State GeoBees receive an all-expenses-paid trip to 
participate in the GeoBee national championship 
in spring 2020. Students will be competing for cash 
prizes, scholarships and an all-expenses-paid Lind-
blad expedition to the Galápagos ϥslands aboard 
the National Geographic Endeavour ll. Learn more 
at www.natgeobee.org.
