NOTES .  .  . FROM THE PASTOR 

Shelter Week (S.O.S.) — “For even the Son of 

Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give 

his life as a ransom for many.”  Mark 10:45.  Starting 

this Sunday, February 3, our parish will have the  

opportunity to serve our brothers and sisters who are 

in need of shelter and food, and who thirst for God’s 

love.  It is our week for the rotating shelter of South  

Oakland, S.O.S.  I am very appreciative to all of you 

who have volunteered to serve the needs of the poor 

in our community.   

The Catechism of the Catholic Church (#1397) 

offers a bold, succinct summary of the relationship 

between Eucharist and commitment to the poor.  The 

catechism declares the truth of receiving Christ’s 

body and blood depends upon recognizing Christ’ “in 

the poorest.”  “You dishonor this table,” wrote the 

bishop and doctor of the Church, St. John Chrysostom, 

“when you do not judge worthy of sharing your food, 

someone judged worthy to take part in this meal.”  

Those marginalized by social and economic injustice 

not only have a claim on God’s mercy but an equally 

potent claim on the Eucharistic community’s attention.  

So, every time we gather at the Lord’s Table, we 

acknowledge our solidarity with the world’s poor and 

with all the outcast and marginalized.  Therefore, we 

should extend hospitality to the stranger and the poor 

when they appear at the door of our hearts and of our 

buildings.   

Reception of Holy Communion — When the 

reform of the liturgy took place during the Second 

Vatican Council, the reception of Holy Communion 

was offered to the faithful in its entirety — the Body 

and Blood of Christ in the matter of bread and wine.  

Before the Second Vatican Council only the presider 

ate and drank the Body and Blood of Christ.  True is 

the theory of “concomitance,” which states that the 

whole Christ is present under either species. The 

General Instruction of the Roman Missal:  

1) states that receiving the cup, the Blood of 

Christ, makes the sacramental sign more complete. 

2) clarifies the meaning of the “Eucharistic  

banquet.” 

3) embodies more clearly what Christ’s will was 

in establishing the new covenant. 

4) shows how that covenant was ratified in 

blood; and 

5) demonstrates that the Eucharistic meal is a 

foretaste of that which awaits us in the Kingdom of God. 

The instruction points to the very heart of the 

Eucharistic celebration as both sacrament and  

sacrifice.  In plain words the General Instruction of the 

Roman Missal instructs the faithful that the sign of 

communion is “more complete” when both species 

are received.   

You may wonder why I am writing about and 

promoting the awareness of the general instruction 

regarding reception of Holy Communion.  The 

reason is that when the Church, in all her wisdom, 

takes the time and effort to pray and ask the Holy 

Spirit to guide and direct her in liturgical matters 

and then restores the fullness of the Eucharistic 

meal to the faithful and then the faithful ignore 

drinking from the cup and do not show reverence 

to the “real presence’ contained within it, I as your 

pastor need to bring that reality to your attention.   

I am aware that some people have health 

concerns regarding the reception of the Precious 

Blood of Christ due to mixing medication with  

alcohol and that others are concerned about 

germs.  But even if this is true, there should be some 

sign of reverence to the cup when you pass by it — 

a simple bow of the head and then to continue back 

to your seat would be appropriate.   

Also, when you receive the Sacrament of the 

Eucharist, there should be a period of thanksgiving 

and prayer before leaving the church building to go 

forth with your day.  I mention this because there 

are some people who leave right after receiving the 

Body and Blood of Christ — from the communion 

line right out the door.  I’m aware that many of us 

live busy lives, but I cannot comprehend that a 

person’s life is so busy that they could not take the 

time to sit and reflect and pray after the reception of 

Holy Communion. 

Imagine walking out of a Red Wings game 

when the score is tied and the Wings are about to 

score a goal.  Or leaving the theater at the peak of 

the play.  Or leaving a recital that your child is in as 

he/she just finished without congratulating them on 

their performance.  Or being invited to someone’s 

home for dinner and right after eating, getting up 

and leaving without saying anything to anyone.  I 

know these examples are not perfect, but when the 

church gathers to celebrate the Eucharist, we  

gather in communion with one another.  We are not 

just individuals who come to worship but rather a 

community of faith.  When we share in Holy  

Communion, we do so as one faith community.  

Out of respect to God and to one another, we do 

everything in “communion” with one another.  We 

sing as one, we stand as one; we receive as one, 

modeling One Body of Christ.   

I invite all of us to reflect on what “going to 

Mass” means to you and your family and to ponder 

what “full and active participation” in celebrating the 

Eucharistic Liturgy means for each of us.  

May each of you have a blessed week filled 

with much joy and peace.
