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I. Theory of Action and Area of Inquiry 
 
Fairlands Elementary School’s Theory of Action and Area of Inquiry Statements 
To expand our PBIS framework in order to create  Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS)  we have embarked on our first year of a 
school-wide implementation of Response to intervention and instruction (RTI).   Consistent blocks of time for intervention and 
instruction have been strategically scheduled for each grade level.   Instruction during this timeframe is guided by student data 
analysis, teacher collaboration and curriculum planning. 
 
Using data analysis to strengthen core instruction and to provide targeted instruction and intervention to all students, while focusing 
on our targeted populations of English Learners, social economically disadvantaged, and foster and kinship youth will academic 
achievement and positive behavior increase. 
 
 
 
 
II. School Profile 
 
In September of 1973 Fairlands Elementary school opened with the chosen mascot, the Flyers, being rooted in the history of the 
surrounding land and hills being a scenic flying area and landing field for hot air balloons.  Flash forward forty-five years to a bustling 
suburb with the school surrounded by Stanford Valley Care Hospital, Hacienda Business Park, the 580/680 freeway interchange, and 
a myriad of single family homes, apartments, and newly built condominiums.  One of nine elementary schools in Pleasanton, 
Fairlands serves students in transitional kindergarten through fifth grade and follows a traditional school calendar.   The student 
population at Fairlands has remained in the high seven hundreds over the last five school years.  Whereas the English Learner 
population has doubled since 2012-2013, from 10.7% to 23.5% in 2016-2017.  57.2% of the students entering Kindergarten in the 
Fall of 2017 were English Learners.  The majority of our student body is of Asian decent representing a variety of cultures and 
countries throughout India and Asia.  The number of students qualifying for free and reduced meals has stayed constant over five 
years and represents  6% of the total population. In addition 6.34% of students qualify for special education services. 
 
Student emotional and academic success is the upmost priority of our fifty-five member staff.  Our beliefs are cemented in the 
shared vision to provide a positive, safe, and rigorous learning environment.  Encouraging independent problem-solving and school 
to home collaboration, while fostering the whole child's academic, social, and emotional development. 
 
Our Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) framework works in conjunction with the “Community of Character” 
initiative, a partnership between the Pleasanton Unified School District and the City of Pleasanton emphasizing the six character 
traits of responsibility, compassion, self-discipline, honesty, respect, and integrity. 
 
The commitment of our community to work together to support and enhance the learning experience of all students is evident in 
many ways.  Our Parent Teacher Association works closely with the school to provide numerous family events and curriculum 
enrichment.  Parents volunteers within the classroom are a constant. We offer parent education classes, including our School Smarts 
Parent Academy.  Together we work to promote a positive an inclusive community honoring the diverse cultures and family 
heritages at Fairlands.

Data Analysis

Surveys

In the Fall of 2017, the California Healthy Kids Survey and the California School Climate Staff Survey were given to 5th grade students 
and TK- 5th certificated and classified staff members.  This survey assesses the health risks, specifically relating to alcohol, tobacco, 
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and other drug (ATOD) use; school violence; physical health; resilience and youth development; and school climate.   Findings are 
used to address areas of concern and to further develop the school-wide plan for a positive school climate. 
 
In the Spring of 2017, the Fairlands Elementary School Community Survey was sent to all parents/guardians through the Fairlands 
Flyer school bulletin and via teacher generated parent email lists. The School Site Council designed the survey to gather input and 
feedback from participants on school climate, parent participation within school and PTA events, and technology.  Seventy-one 
responses were received.  The School Site Council reviewed the survey results to pinpoint trends and  identify questions in order to 
provide recommendations to the school. 
 
 

Classroom Observations

The Principal and Vice Principal throughout the school year observe teachers' classrooms and lesson instruction as part of weekly 
walk-thus and the formal evaluation system.  Observations are used to  support staff in using board adopted curriculum with fidelity,  
facilitating collaborative and positive learning atmospheres, and to promote professional growth practices guided by the California 
Teaching Profession Standards, as well as the Common Core Standards.

Standards, Assessment, and Accountability

Instructors work collaboratively with administration and specialist staff to use multiple measures in assessment of  students 
strengths and concerns.  Data is analyzed and used to improve instructional practices to meet all student's academic, social, and 
emotional needs.  Time to complete data analysis and instructional goal setting is provided to teachers during monthly 
Collaboration Council led meetings,  three 1/2 day grade level specific data talks, weekly specialist team meetings, and site-
based staff development meetings.    
 

2. Use of data to monitor student progress on curriculum-embedded assessments and modify instruction (EPC) 
 

Multiple forms of data are used to monitor student progress.  District benchmark data and on-going ELA and math curriculum  
assessments are input into Illuminate Education in order to track trends and respond to student needs.   Data analysis is used to 
facilitate teacher discussion and the formation of intervention and instructional strategies and/or groups.  
 

Staffing and Professional Development 
 
3. Status of meeting requirements for highly qualified staff (ESEA) 
 

100% of teachers and paraprofessionals meet the state's definition and ESEA's requirements of highly qualified staff.  
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4. Alignment of staff development to content standards, assessed student performance, and professional needs (ESEA) 
 

 TK-5th grade teachers have received professional development both at the district level and at the school site.  Teachers 
participate in three grade level specific job embedded trainings per school year facilitated by Instructional Coaches.  Training 
focuses on English Language Development and curriculum planning for our newly adopted ELA program, Benchmark Advanced.  
Further professional development is offered to staff through after school classes in which teachers are able to receive up to 12 
hours of staff development monies.  Funding has been given to provide substitutes  to release grade level teams to collaborate 
and conduct data analysis to plan instruction and intervention.  Site based staff development will focus on the implementation 
of RTI and mirror the school's implementation of PBIS to create an overarching MTSS program.   
 

5. Ongoing instructional assistance and support for teachers (e.g., use of content experts and instructional coaches) (EPC) 
 

Instructional coaches for math, early literacy, ELA, RTI, EL, and  technology provide training and/or support to staff  during job 
embedded trainings, Wednesday morning collaboration cycles and  demonstration lessons.  Tri-Valley Teacher Induction 
Program is a two year program provided to all new instructors working to professionally clear their credential.  The PAR program 
is available to all teachers who need or request additional support.  A new teacher position will start in the 2018-2019 school 
year.  The intervention/instruction specialist will be a full-time staff member.  A large role position will be working with 
administration to establish the RTI framework at the school.  
 

6. Teacher collaboration by grade level (kindergarten through grade eight [K–8]) and department (grades nine through twelve) 
(EPC) 
 

Teachers are provided 180 to 225 minutes of collaboration per six-week rotation during the Wednesday morning common 
collaboration time.  
 

Teaching and Learning 
 
7. Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA) 

 

The District adopted textbooks and bridge materials are aligned to the California Common Core State Standards (CCSS).  The 
District adopted materials are Benchmark Advance and Units of Study for ELA, Eureka Math, Scott Foresman for Social Studies, 
and MacMillian McGraw-Hill for Science.  Professional development occurs both at the school and district level.  Teachers use  
grade level collaboration time  to continually work on aligning materials and instructional activities to the CCSS. 
 
 
 

8. Adherence to recommended instructional minutes for reading/language arts and mathematics (EPC) 
 

Adequate instructional time is based on best practices and recommendations provided by the California Reading-Language Arts 
and mathematics frameworks for all standards-aligned, core instructional programs. Designated and integrated English 
Language Development (ELD) occurs daily for students at all CELDT levels. Required Physical Education minutes are met with 
two, forty-five minute instructional periods taught by a certificated PE instructor.  Additional required minutes are recorded and 
met through classroom teacher led activities, such as yoga, running club, or group games.  
 

9. Lesson pacing schedule (K–8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention courses (EPC) 
 

PUSD has pacing guides for ELA and math to guide instructional planning that is aligned with the core programs.  Teachers 
differentiate instruction to meet the needs of all students, including English Learners, GATE students, and students with IEPs.  
Various groupings and strategies are used throughout the day to maximize effectiveness of instruction.  Essential Standards in 
math and ELA have been been identified by grade levels.  These are used to identify students requiring intervention.  Teachers 
provide small, strategy group instruction to target specific academic needs based on the essential standards.  Interventions in 
ELA and math are available to students needing greater levels of support.  Intervention courses are scheduled within and outside 
of the school day.  Within the school day students work instructionally in leveled groups during common grade level 
instructional blocks of time.  During that time a paraprofessional works with grade level teachers to further support student 
needs.   After school interventions include, the Extended Day Program and Foster and Kinship Youth Tutoring.  
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10. Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all student groups (ESEA) 
 

PUSD follows the California State Department of Education's recommended curriculum/instructional materials 
adoption/improvement cycle.  Instructional materials are identified for school use to correspond to the CCSS.   Leveled reading 
books are available to supplement reading materials provided in the core programs.  Supplementary science materials are 
available to support hands-on lessons in a lab setting.  Manipulatives have been provided for student use in math lessons.  
District, school site, and PTA funds are used to purchase  district approved supplemental enrichment materials to meet the 
needs of students.

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14. Involvement of parents, community representatives, classroom teachers, other school personnel, and students in secondary 
schools, in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of ConApp programs (5 California Code of Regulations 3932) 
 

The School Site Council has the formal role in our school of planning, monitoring, and evaluating the activities and expenditures 
of the categorical programs at our school.   The English Language Advisory Committee gives input to the School Site Council. The 
teachers evaluate student performance on an on-going basis and determine which instructional strategies have the greatest 
impact on student learning.  Benchmark data, SBAC data and on-going ELA and Math curriculum- assessments are reviewed 
using the Illuminate data system.  Reports are shared with teachers, students , parents, and the SSC.  The instructional strategies 
in the SPSA are also reviewed by the staff and the SSC in order to reaffirm or revise school goals.   For students and parents who 
are making a transition into Kindergarten, families have the opportunity to visit Fairlands during Kindergarten visit days.  Fifth 
grade students apart of the the Resource program take a field trip to their feeder middle school.  All fifth grade students 
participate in a spring assembly in which a counselor and administrator from the middle school visit and discuss the transition to 
sixth grade.  Middle School administration meets with incoming sixth grade student parents at the elementary site to help 
prepare parents for the middle school transition and student expectations.  
 

Funding 
 

15. Services provided by categorical funds that enable underperforming students to meet standards (ESEA) 
 

The staff at Fairlands elementary believes that all students can learn as long as the curriculum is delivered to them in a way that 
meets their unique needs.  Categorical funds aid our school in many ways. The funding supports assistance with students under 
performing in specialized programs.  Before, during, and after school interventions are provided to all students who are at risk of 
not meeting grade level standards.  Special focus is given to include second language learners, foster/kinship youth, and 
students from socio-economically disadvantaged homes.  Parents of English Learners are invited to attend regularly scheduled 
ELAC meetings throughout the school year. District LCAP and conference, collaboration, and substitute funds  are used to 
provide release time for teachers to participate in staff development and instructional conferences to close the achievement gap 
of our EL, SED, and foster youth students.  

 
 
IV. Description of Barriers and Related School Goals 
 
The Fairlands staff and community face to prominent barriers commonly found in many educational arenas; time management and 
sufficient financial resources.   Administration and staff need to devote time to collaboration within grade level teams and time for 
teachers to digest newly adopted curriculum in order to feel confident and sufficient in the delivery of it to students.   Financial 
resources are needed to sustain intervention programs and to expand such programs to include mathematics intervention.
