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School Accident Insurance is Secondary  

Coverage  
The School District provides student accident in-

surance as a supplement  to the parent's health poli-

cy.  This policy covers accidents that occur during 

the school day, not during sporting events .  Parents 

will have an option to purchase the insurance for 

athletics.   

The responsibility for a student's health insurance 

lies with his/her parents.  

This secondary policy:  

1)  Is not intended to cover the entire medical bill.  

2)  Is intended to help cover some of the medical 

bills that your primary insurer does not pay.  

3)  Is much less expensive due to its secondary 

payment role.  

The school district is not responsible for how the 

insurance company decides to pay on accident 

claims. Questions and problems that arise from policy 

payments should be sent directly to the insurance 

company.   

Student Assurances Services also offers 24 -HOUR 

COVERAGE, EXTENDED COVERAGE, and SPORTS 

PLANS parents may purchase.  

Pamphlets explaining the policies and sign up will 

be available at school. If you have questions about 

this information contact Mrs. Seichter in the Jr/Sr High 

School Office or  Mr. Fischer in the District Office.

There is an article in this newsletter that walks you 

through how to complete the online registration.  

We would appreciate if you would have your 

childõs registration completed prior to the first day 

of school.  

Please note that this newsletter also has information 

regarding student transportation.  Please be sure to 

find your child on the list as there have been some 

changes.  We worked diligently to find a bus driver 

to fill a vacant route.  Unfortunately we were not 

able to find another route driver which is forcing us 

to rearrange some of our riders.  This will result in stu-

dents being picked up and dropped off at different 

times.  We will continue to attempt to fill the vacant 

route, but if that does not happen, we will run with 

one less route this year.  If you should happen to 

have any questions about your childõs route, please 

contact Steve Powell at 715 -964-1362.

Hot Lunch Pre -Payment Plan  

 Lincoln School District will continue to use the Food 

Service Management Program. The program in-

cludes family accounts and individual pin numbers 

assigned to each student for their use only. Both of 

the schools in our district will offer breakfast, lunch 

and ala carte items for additional purchases. The 

Junior/Senior High also serves a second breakfast 

offered later in the morning every day except Mon-

dayõs. The studentõs that have this option need to 

decide which breakfast they will choose, as the stu-

dent will be charged ala carte prices for any addi-

tional items that they would select.  All students are 

only allowed 1 breakfast meal at the free/reduced 

price/normal price, if a second breakfast selection 

is made and the student already ate breakfast dur-

ing first breakfast,  the student will be charged ala 

carte pricing for those items.  

     Lunch accounts are a debit account and are 

the responsibility of the payor listed on the account. 

If you have not received a balance notice, do not 

have access to check your balance, or have ques-

tions please feel free to contact Deb Barton at 

715.964.5311 extension 212.  
     Families who have a negative balance will NOT 

be allowed any ala carte purchases, and risk the 

possibility of charging privileges being suspended. A 

deposit of at least $ 30.00 per child is recommend-

ed to start off the school year. This will last approxi-

mately three weeks if your child is eating only lunch. 

If they are participating in the Breakfast Program 

and the Wisconsin Milk Program, the money will be 

used more quickly. All accounts must carry a posi-

tive balance throughout the year.  
     ALA CARTE: All students are required to have the 

new 2019 -2020 Ala Carte Permission  completed on 

Family Access before any additional purchases are 

made.  
     All family accounts with an outstanding balance 

need to be current prior to the beginning of the 

school year. Please call if you have any questions 

regarding your family account. Payments may be 

mailed or dropped off at the High School office any 

time before school starts during regular business 

hours, Monday -Thursday, 8 am - 4 pm, and Fridayõs 

8 am - 11 am.  

     Free and reduced applications are available 

and should be completed and returned as soon as 

possible, so that there is NOT an interruption in ben-

efits.

If you have more than 

one student in your family you can view all of your 

students in one screen by clicking òAll Studentsó at 

the top of the page under the òSkyward Family Ac-

cessó label. Remember to review all information for all 

of your students.  

    The second step in this process is completing the 

Online Forms.  Complete the online forms for each of 

your students  by clicking on the òOnline Formó tab 

located on the left side of the screen.  This must be 

done for every student in your family .  Follow through 

the process by completing each step and clicking 

ònext stepó until you see òComplete Processó.  Please 

remember to click òComplete Processó at the end or 

the school will not receive your completed forms.  

Please complete the Family Access updates and 

Online Forms process in Family Access for all of your 

students before Open House!  If you have any ques-

tions please contact the school for assistance.  

Pay Lunch Account Online!  
     We are excited to announce that the school dis-

trict has implemented PaySchools Central, an online 

payment platform, to help make managing lunch 

payments easier for our studentsõ families.  The portal 

is easy to set up and use, both online and via the 

mobile app.  The steps for setting up an account 

can be found below.  There will also be a tutorial 

posted on both the school website 

(lincolnhornets.org) under òRecent Newsó and the 

District Facebook page on how to set up your  

account with PaySchools Central.  

 

To get started:  

1. From your internet browser go to 

www.payschoolscentral.com  

2. Select the òRegisteró option from the menu.  The 

portal will guide you through the steps you need 

to follow to establish your account and set up 

your students.  

3. You will be prompted to enter your contact data 

and a payment method to activate your ac-

count.  

4. Once all information is entered, you will receive 

an email from PaySchools Central with a link to 

confirm the registration and create your pass-

word.  Once your password is saved, you can 

log in and begin using PaySchool Central as of-

ten as youõd like.  

5. The first time you log in, you will need to indicate 

which student(s) to attach to your account using 

the Add/View Family.  Students are already 

loaded in the PaySchools Central system by their 

Skyward Family Access Student ID number.  You 

will need to log into Family Access to locate your 

students ID number.  The Student ID can be 

found by clicking on the òStudent Infoó tab on 

the left side of the main screen after you log into 

Family Access (see picture below for where to 

look).  Under your students picture you will find a 

field òOther IDó.  This will be the ID that is used in 

PaySchools Central.  If you have problems locat-

ing the number in Family Access please contact 

the school.  

6. The ACH fee per transaction when using an elec-

tronic check is $1.95  

When using a debit or credit card for a transac-

tion less than $50 the fee is $1.95   

The internet convenience fee per transactions

1. DTP vaccine for children entering kindergarten :  Your child 

must have received one dose after the 4th birthday (either the 

3rd, 4th, or 5th dose) to be compliant.  (Note:  a dose 4 days 

or less before the 4th birthday is also acceptable).  

2. DTP/DTaP/DT vaccine for all students Pre K through12 :  Four 

doses are required.  However, if your child received the 3rd 

dose after the 4th birthday, further doses are not required.  

(Note:  a dose 4 days or less before the 4th birthday is also ac-

ceptable).  

3. Tdap means adolescent tetanus, diphtheria and acellular per-

tussis vaccine.  If your child received a dose of a tetanus -

containing vaccine, such as Td, within 5 years of entering the 

grade in which Tdap is required, your child is compliant and a 

dose of Tdap vaccine is not required.  

4. Polio vaccine for students entering grades Kindergarten -12:  

Four doses are required.  However, if your child received the 

3rd does after the 4th birthday, further doses are not required.  

(Note: a dose 4 days or less before the 4th birthday is also ac-

ceptable).  

5. The first dose of MMR vaccine must have been received on or 

after the first birthday (Note:  a dose 4 days or less before the 

4th birthday is also acceptable).  

6. Var means Varicella (chickenpox) vaccine.  A history of chick-

enpox disease is also acceptable.
