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Kalaheo Dress Code Policy:  
Students will come to school clean and well -groomed in appropriate clothing to promote a posi-

tive learning environment.   If in doubt about whether the item of clothing is appropriate, choose on 

the side of common sense and do not wear that item to school.   Administrators, faculty and staff 

will refer any dress that is deemed inappropriate to the Health Room to change into DCV (Dress 

Code Violation) t -shirt or call home to obtain acceptable clothing  based on the following guide-

lines: 

1) All tops must have attached shoulder straps.   Tube tops and bustier tops are prohibited.  

2) Cleavage, chest, back and midriff must be completely covered with clothing.   Excessive expo-

sure of these areas of the body is prohibited.   Males must wear their shirts at all times.   Low-

cut,  transparent or cutout clothing are prohibited.   

3) Shorts, skirts and dresses must be at mid -thigh finger - tip length.   Exposure of the buttock regions 

and underwear is prohibited.  

4) Hoodies and sunglasses are prohibited in the classroom.  

5) All clothing must have neutral or positive message.   Articles of  clothing, jewelry and accessories 

that contain any reference to  negative social issue: drugs, sex, profanity, pornography, weap-

ons and gangs are prohibited.  

6) Underwear is not permitted as outerwear.   Tank-top undershirts or  boxer shorts are prohibited as 

outerwear.  

7) Footwear must be worn at all times.   Students must adhere to  classroom lab policy and P.E.

KALAHEO ATTENDANCE POLICY 

ATTENDANCE POLICIES/PROCEDURES FOR PARENTS AND STUDENTS 
 The absence of a student from Kalaheo High School, whether excused or unexcused, has a two-

fold effect upon the educational process. The absence not only removes the student from the 

classroom setting, but also impacts KHSõs ability to provide quality instruction. It is recognized that 

most absences are unavoidable and that most students make up the work they missed.  

The following procedure is based on the following premise:  

¶ Students need to attend school daily and be in class on time to receive the optimum benefits of    

      school.  

¶ Unexcused and/or excessive absences and tardies are unacceptable and prevent maximum   

      teaching and learning from taking place.  

Å Attendance is everyoneõs responsibility. 

¶ òExcused absenceó means student has been allowed to miss school and allowed to make up  

       all work missed due to an absence within the time limit set by the teacher.  
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òUnexcused absenceó means student hasnõt been allowed to miss school and canõt make up 

missed work due to an absence.  

Guidelines for Determining Absences:  

¶ òExcused Absencesó include: 

ß Illness 

§ Parent/guardian can write a note for their child if absent for two days or less due to    

illness 

§ If the student is ill for three or more consecutive days, parents/guardians need to obtain 

a doctorõs note 
ß Funeral services  

§ Parent/guardian can write a note for their child if absent  

§ A copy of the funeral program or published obituary is required  

ß Doctor/Dentist appointment  

§ A doctorõs note is required 

ß Family court  

§ A note from Family Court is required  

ß Authorized school activity ð School related activities include, but is not limited to activities 

such as:  
§ Counselor or administrator appointment  

§ Treatment in the health room  

§ Assigned detention or in -school suspension   

§ Student government related activities  

§ Athletics  

§ Field trips 

§ Early admission programs  

ß Driverõs road test 

§ Parent/guardian can write a note for their child if absent  

¶ òUnexcused Absencesó include, but are not limited to: 

ß Non -school sponsored activities or trips not approved by school administration.  

ß Voluntary Extended Absences (i.e. family vacations, college visits, etc.) outside of the nor-

mally scheduled school break.  
§ Make -up work will not be authorized without school administration approval.  

§ See Voluntary Extended Absences - Approval Process for Make -up Assignments  

¶ Required for All Parent/Guardian for Student Absence Notes:  

ß Parents/guardians must send a note with the following required information.  

§ Studentõs legal first and last name 

§ Date note was written  

§ Grade level  

§ Date of absence  

§ Reason for absence  

§ Phone number(s) where parent/guardian can be reached  

§ Parent/guardian signature  

§ All documentation must be given to the Attendance Office within three days of return-

ing to school. Any letters submitted after the third day will not be considered, but will be 

kept on file.

PSAT Testing: 

11th, 10th and 9 th graders can purchase their PSAT/NMSQT ticket in the College & Career Center, 

room H208, beginning August 7, 2019.  The PSAT is a practice to the SAT, which tests students on 

their reading, writing/language and math skills. It is offered only ONCE, each October. Juniors who 

take the PSAT/NMSQT will be entered into the National Merit Scholarship Competition based on 

their score and other eligibility criteria.  The PSAT/NMSQT will be offered on Wed., October 16, 2019 

at 8:00 am (testing start time) .  Cost to purchase the ticket is $17 CASH.  No refunds offered.   

ASVAB: 

Any 12 th, 11th or 10 th grader interested in taking the Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery 

(ASVAB) can sign up in the College & Career Center beginning Aug. 8.  The ASVAB is the test 

needed to enlist with the military.  It will be offered ONLINE on Sept. 10, 2019 at 8:45 am in the Ka-

laheo Library.  Deadline to sign up is Sept. 4, 2019.   

ACT and SAT Prep Classes for Fall 2019:  

The Kalaheo PTSA will also subsidize the cost to offer both Fall 2019 ACT and SAT Prep classes, 

taught by Raymond Karelitz.  Open to Kalaheo High School students ONLY.  Cost of the ACT Prep 

Course is $60.  Cost of the SAT Prep Course is $60.  Pick up registration form and pay in the College

SAT and ACT Registration 2019 -2020 
To register for either the ACT or SAT, students must create their login and password for each 

test.  Students register online, paying with a credit card.  When asked for the high school code,  

Kalaheo High Schoolõs Code is 120143 for both tests.  Students are encouraged to send their 

scores to four colleges for free at the time of registration.  Scores released AFTER testing 

may incur a cost per each release.  

Fee waivers are available to juniors and seniors who are eligible for free/reduced lunch.

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CHANGES to the Advanced Placement (AP) Program for 2019 -2020: 

Beginning the 2019 -2020 school year, the Advanced Placement (AP) Program is introducing new re-
sources and processes designed to help students earn college credit and placement.  Students will 

pay for AP exams in 1 st Quarter of the school year .  Throughout the year, students will be utilizing 

online resources and tools to get personalized feedback in each AP class.  Teachers will be able to 

track and support students using an online bank of real AP questions and progress checks.  More in-

formation will be distributed through the studentsõ AP teachers in August regarding AP fee collection 

and how students will sign up to use the FREE AP online resources.
