Origin of Title |

W Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965

W “The purpose of this title is to ensure that all
children have a fair, equal, and significant
opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and
reach, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging
state academic achievement standards and state
academic assessments.”

W Continued through the enactment of the No Child
Left Behind Act of 2001

W NCLB becomes ESSA - Dec. 2015 - President
Obama Signs Every Student Succeeds Act




What is ESSA?

B Holds all students to high academic standards
B Prepares all students for success in College & Career
B Provides more access to kids for high quality preschool

B Guarantees that steps are taken to help students, and
their schools, improve

B Reduces the burden of testing while maintaining
annual information for parents and students

B Promotes local innovation and invests in what works

What is it exactly?

W Federal funding that is specifically directed to
students who are below proficient

W It is separate from funds directed to Special
Needs students

W The amount allocated to each school district is
determined by the number of families who
qualify for Free or Reduced Meals

W The rationale is that socio-economic status can
be an indicator of academic achievement



Purpose for tonight

At least once annually, a public meeting shall be held for the
express purpose of informing parents/guardians of the
programs and activities provided with Title | & Il funds.

Winforming parents/guardians of their right to consult in the
design and implementation of the Title | project;

WProviding parents/guardians with information about the
Title | law, regulations and instructional programs;

WSoliciting parents/guardians' input about basic skills
improvement programs and related activities;

WProviding parents/guardians an opportunity to establish
mechanisms for maintaining ongoing communication
among parents/guardians, staff, and the board



Title | & Basic Skills
Instruction

W We know this is not necessarily true but this is the
formula the federal government uses to determine
Title | fundin%. Therefore, these students are the first
ones eligible for extra help.

W The use of these Federal Title | funds are to
“supplement” the services already in place.

W School districts that receive these funds must have
policies and meet all requirements.

W These policies include parent communication and
involvement.



Title Il Funds

W Used for class size reduction - currently pays a portion
of a salary of a teacher at PMS to reduce class sizes

W Used for professional development activities in all
buildings

W PD activities and supplies to improve teaching - an
emphasis on supporting students in need

W Training for staff in literacy and math instruction



Title 11l Funds

W Used for after-school and summer programs for ELL
students

W Used for professional development activities in all
buildings - for ELL teachers

W PD activities and supplies directly for ELL students
W Training for staff working with ELL students




Title IV Funds

W Used for “Well Rounded Education” - set aside for
classroom libraries

W Used for “Safe & Healthy Schools” - earmarked for
anti-HIB activities, training teacher for Responsive
Classroom

W Used for “Effective use of Technology” - staff PD and
more devices




Language Arts Literacy
Instruction

W Focused on Creating Lifelong Readers
and Writers

\W Daily Engagement in actual Reading
and Writing

\W Exploration of Various Genres in Both
Reading and Writing

\W Balanced Literacy Approach in
primary grades

\W Implementation of Workshop
Structures in grades K-5




Language Arts Literacy
Instruction

Readers’ workshop is a teaching method in which
the goal is to explicitly teach students strategies
to become more skillful at comprehending text. It
involves students in authentic reading
experiences that focus on the strengths and
needs of each individual student through
differentiated instruction.

During writers’ workshop children carry on as
writers do with an established writing time daily.
Writers can learn to write well ~ writing is a craft. To
get better at writing it is important to write a lot.




New this year in
grades K-1, we are
using the phonics
units of study to
support our reading
and writing
workshop. This
program was
written specifically
to partner with our
existing literacy
curriculum and is
very engaging for
students.



Language Arts Literacy
Instruction

W In Grades 6-8, the focus is on:

W creating lifelong reading and writing skills
W building stamina through writing and

reading over an extended period of time
W engaging readers and writers through the exploration of
various genres
W repeated exposure to writing structures and frequent practice

utilizing various writing structures




Mathematics Instruction

W In Grades K-5, the Everyday Math program is used

W Use of concrete, real-life examples to introduce key mathematical
concepts

Repeated exposure to mathematical concepts and skills-a spiraling
curriculum

Frequent practice of basic computation skills to build mastery of
procedures and quick recall of facts-often game based activities
Quick look cards in the primary grades to help establish both
mathematical thinking and fact fluency

Use of multiple methods and problem solving strategies to
accommodate different learning styles

Mathematics Instruction

W In Grades 6-8, the Glencoe Math
used
W Focus on math that matters

W Develop deep understanding

\W Build coherence

W Fluency and application

W Rely on important “processes and proficiencies”

W Students engage in mathematical habits of mind and
discussions

W Making connections to real world applications through
project-based learning




Other important items

W A classroom teacher is always the first level of remediation for
any student.
W ISIP - Individual Student Improvement Plan
W States reason(s) for inclusion in BSI program
W Identified areas/skills in need of improvement
W Suggested forms of support
W Measurement methods and time periods

W Parent Compact

W Our District Compact is an agreement between teachers,
administration, parents and students

W States ways that both our district and families can support
students




Other important items, cont.

W BSI placements can be fluid - students may move in and out
as they master targeted skills and/or meet expected
benchmarks.

W Some students qualify as being monitored only. This means
they do not necessarily receive direct instruction or support
from the BSI teacher, but the teacher continues to monitor
their academic progress and provide needed support.

*Students may exit the program at any time of the school year based on
academic achievement, test scores and teacher observation /
recommendations




What Services Do We Offer?

WKindergarten
W Beginning of the year interventions are typically push-in support as
needed
W Kindergarten interventions typically focus on phonological awareness
and phonemic awareness as well as other foundational skills
W Mid to End of Year interventions can be a combination of push-in and
pull-out support
m Teachers provide targeted support and interventions based on
student need and teacher recommendation
m Interventions are typically 6 weeks and then students are re-
assessed to determine progress
W Small groups are typically conducted using a pull-out model several
times a week




What Services Do We Offer?

W Grades 1-3

W Pull out-targeted small group instruction
W Push in support-our basic skills teachers are in the classroom to support

the students
W Students typically receive a minimum of 30 minutes a day/5 days a

week

W In Grades 4 & 5

W Push in support-basic skills teacher is in the classroom to support the

students
W Students typically receive a minimum of 90 minutes of support in their

area of academic need (ELA/Mathematics) each week



What Services Do We Offer

(cont’d)? NEW FORMAT THIS
SCHOOL YEAR

Win grades 6-8 (BRMS)

\WPull-out support is provided for students in need
of additional remediation in both Math and
Language Arts during Homeroom and Lunch

\WPush-in support to almost exclusively BSI-filled
sections of both Math and Language Arts

\WAfter school academic support program offered
three times a week January through March



What Services Do We Offer?

\WSupplemental Resources/Programs for
students

\WAfter or Before school and Summer programs

\WProfessional Development for staff to
enhance instruction

Interventions (cont’d)

During math support students are offered reinforcement
in a variety of ways

\WDifferentiated support through the Everyday Math
program

WFact Fluency practice through games and activities

\WComputer based programs (First in Math, Arcademics,
ConnectEd Math Games online)



English as a Second Language
Services (ESL)

How are students identified?

W Home Language Survey
W State-approved English Language Proficiency Screener

Once they are determined eligible for

services, what happens?

W Scheduled to receive English Language Services for one
class period a day/5 days a week

W Instruction provided by a certified ESL teacher

*Students typically exit the program at the end of each school year based on
their ACCESS score, academic achievement, and teacher
observation/recommendations.

The newspaper

What Does ESL look like at
each grade level? (cont’d)

w&# Wilson Language Basics
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In addition to the mainstream
elementary core curriculum,
Students receiving ESL services are
offered a variety of supports that
vary based on their needs.

Primary students are supported
through the used of programs like
Fundations & Language for
Learning.

Students in grades 3-5 are given
writing support using the Up the
Ladders Units of Study to provide
them with a deeper understanding of
the different genres of writing.

Our ELLs have rich literacy
experiences that include:

shared reading and writing,
interactive writing and concepts
sorts to support academic language.



ESL Summer Learning Adventure
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NEW JERSEY STATE PLANETARIUM

Every summer we offer a 4-
week program to elementary
age children who are eligible
for the ESL program.

Thematic activities each week
culminate with a weekly trip /
real-life experience.
