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The public school system is a major reason why people move to Westfield. According to residentsΩ responses 
from the most recent community survey prepared by the Westfield Board of Education, 89% of respondents 
asserted that the Westfield Public School system was very important in their decision to live in Westfield. A total 
of 95% of the respondents gave high ratings to the school district. 

 

In addition to excellent schools, Westfield offers its residents a small town environment with diverse cultural, 
recreational, and social activit ies and a convenient commute to New York City. Westfield also boasts a high rate 
of community involvement and volunteerism. Active PTOs in all 10 schools and community-based organizations 
provide support to enhance academic and co-curricular programs. 

 

With a population of over 30,000 residents, Westfield is a family-oriented community with the largest 

population between the ages of 35 ς 64. According to the Board of EducationΩǎ parent/community survey, 95% 

of the respondents each earned at least one college degree. 
 

Westfield students continue to rank well above the state average in standardized test scores, while the 

districtΩs cost per pupil remains lower than the state average. In recent years, 95.5% of Westfield High School 

graduates continued their education. A 5-year strategic plan, new technology and STEM (Science, Technology, 

Engineering and Mathematics), along with continued professional development and an emphasis on student 

academic, social and emotional growth uphold the tradition of excellence in the Westfield Public Schools. 
 

 
 

 

The Westfield Public School District is a K ς 12 district with ten schools. Any Westfield child who reaches his/her 

fifth birthday on or before October 1
st 

is eligible to register for Kindergarten and six years on /before October 1
st 

for 
first grade. Lincoln School houses the districtΩs kindergarten program as well as the Early Childhood Learning Center 
integrated pre-kindergarten program. Lincoln School also houses the Kindergarten WRAP program, which offers an 
enrichment to the kindergarten day; this is a tuition-based, lottery program. There are six elementary schools for 
grades 1-5, two intermediate schools for grades 6-8, and one high school for grades 9-12. 

 
There are no cafeterias in the elementary schools; however, elementary students may eat lunch in school (in the 

all-purpose rooms and/or classrooms). Lunches can be purchased on a monthly basis. Busing is provided for 

Special Education students and those kindergarten students from the Franklin, Washington, and Wilson school 

areas to Lincoln Early Childhood Learning Center. The Elementary Gifted Program is based at Edison 

Intermediate School. Here, the Gifted Program Students are transported by bus one day a week to Edison
